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Preface

All praise is due to Allah, the Lord of all the worlds, and peace and
blessings be upon the leader of all prophets and messengers, our master
and Prophet Hazrat Abul Qasim Muhammad ibn Abdullah (peace be upon
him), and upon his pure and immaculate Ahlul Bayt (peace be upon
them).

It is clearer than the sun that the injunctions of Islam are not confined to
any specific era; rather, these injunctions are universal and all-
encompassing for every age, possessing the attribute of permanence and
continuity. Thus, what Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him)
declared as permissible remains permissible until the Day of Judgment,
and what he (SAWW) declared as forbidden remains forbidden until the
Day of Judgment.

It is also an entirely evident matter that during the era of occultation,
when the Awaited Imam (may Allah hasten his reappearance) is in
concealment, it is by no means permissible to suspend Islam or abandon
its Sharia and injunctions under the pretext of waiting. Rather, just as in
all other eras, it is obligatory and essential in this period to implement the
injunctions of Islam in all aspects of life and to fulfill individual, collective,
political, jihad-related, and other responsibilities.

As Sheikh Muzaffar (may his soul be sanctified) states: It should be clearly
understood that waiting for the reformer and savior (Imam Mahdi, may
Allah hasten his reappearance) does not, by any means, imply that
Muslims should sit idly with their hands folded, neglecting their religious
duties, support for the faith, jihad, adherence to the injunctions of Sharia,
or the practice of enjoining good and forbidding evil. Rather, Muslims are

obligated in every era to act upon these injunctions. It is incumbent upon
them to correctly understand the divine commands and implement them,
and to the best of their ability, carry out the duty of enjoining good and
forbidding evil. This is because every individual is a guardian and will be
questioned about their responsibilities toward those under their care.?

Similarly, Sheikh Lutfullah Safi Golpaygani (may his shadow be prolonged)
states: It should also be clear that waiting does not mean giving a free
hand to the disbelievers and wrongdoers, allowing them to dominate
affairs, collaborating with them, or abandoning the practice of enjoining
good and forbidding evil and other reformative measures. How can it be
permissible to leave them to their ways when one has the power to repel
their evil? Such inaction is a sin according to reason, tradition, and the
consensus of Muslims.?

No scholar has ever stated that religious obligations are lifted during the
era of occultation, nor is there any evidence in the narrations to support
such a claim. On the contrary, the verses of the Quran and the narrations
emphasize that in this period, the implementation of religious injunctions
is stressed even more, and there is greater encouragement to diligently
fulfill religious duties.

In fact, the reality is that the occultation of Imam (peace be upon him)
and the phase of waiting entail certain specific responsibilities and duties,
which, in addition to the general Islamic obligations, are further imposed
upon the believers.

This book, Wazifat al-Anam fi Zaman Ghaibat al-Imam (The Duties of
People in the Era of the Imam’s (AS) Occultation), is dedicated to clarifying
these responsibilities, duties, and tasks. It explains the obligations
incumbent upon Muslims during the era of occultation in matters of faith,
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individual life, societal affairs, politics, and jihad. It also outlines how we,
as those who await, should maintain our connection with Imam Hujjat ibn
al-Hasan al-Mahdi (may Allah hasten his reappearance).

This book is authored by one of our esteemed and distinguished scholars,
the great scholar Ayatollah Mirza Muhammad Tagqi al-Musawi al-Isfahani
(may his soul be sanctified), who is also the author of the book Mikyal al-
Makarem fi Fawa’id al-Dua lil-Qa’im. He originally wrote this book in
Persian, which was later translated into Arabic by Sayyid Abu Ahmad
Kazemi.

Third Matter: Weeping over the separation of the Imam (ATFS) and the
afflictions that have befallen him (ATFS).

It is narrated in Kamal al-Din from Imam Sadiq (peace be upon him) that
he (AS) said:

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By Allah! Your Imam (ATFS) will remain absent for years of your lives,
and you will surely be tested until people say, ‘He has passed away or
been killed; in which valley has he gone?’ And the eyes of the believers
will surely shed tears in his separation.

It is narrated from Imam Reza (peace be upon him) that he (AS) said:

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Whoever remembers our afflictions and weeps over the injustices done
to us will be with us at our rank on the Day of Judgment.

Fourth Matter: Adopting submission, contentment, and obedience, and
refraining from haste in the matter of the Imam’s (ATFS) sacred
reappearance.
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This means abandoning questions such as “Why did this happen, and for
what reason?” regarding the Imam’s blessed reappearance. Instead, one
should have complete certainty in the validity of whatever is issued from
the Ahlul Bayt (peace be upon them) and consider it the epitome of
wisdom.

Thus, it is narrated in the esteemed book Kamal al-Din from Imam
Muhammad Tagi (peace be upon him) that he (AS) said:
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Indeed, after me, the Imam is my son Ali (peace be upon him). His
command is my command, his words are my words, and obedience to
him is obedience to me. After him, the Imam is his son Hasan (peace be
upon him). His command is his father’s command, his words are his
father’s words, and obedience to him is obedience to his father.

Then he (AS) fell silent. | asked, “O son of the Messenger of Allah, who is
the Imam after Hasan (AS)?”

He (AS) replied, “Because
he will have a prolonged occultation with many days, during which the
sincere ones will await his emergence, the doubters will deny him, the
rejectors will mock his mention, those who set a time for his
reappearance will belie the occultation, and those who show haste will
perish, while only those who submit will attain salvation.

Fifth Matter: Reaching the Imam’s (ATFS) exalted rank through one’s
wealth, i.e., presenting (financial) gifts in his service.

It is authentically narrated in the book Al-Kafi from Imam Sadiq (peace be
upon him) that he (AS) said:

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Allah, the Exalted, does not love anything as much as He loves the
offering of dirhams in the service of the Imam (AS). And indeed, Allah,
the Exalted, grants in Paradise, for that dirham, a reward equivalent to

the mountain of Uhud.

Then he (AS) said:

Indeed, Allah, the Exalted, states in His Book: ‘Who is it that will lend
Allah a goodly loan so that He may multiply it for him manifold?

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He (AS) further said:

By Allah! This verse specifically pertains to offering wealth in the service
of the Imam (ATFS).

Now, while the Imam (peace be upon him) is in occultation, a believer
should spend the wealth designated as a gift or offering for him in ways
that align with his pleasure, such as spending it on his righteous and loyal
friends. It is narrated in Bihar al-Anwar, with reference to Kamil al-Ziyarat,
from Imam Musa ibn Ja’far (peace be upon him) that he (AS) said:

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Whoever is unable to visit us should visit our righteous devotees, and
the reward of visiting us will be recorded for him. And whoever is unable
to send a gift to us should send a gift to our righteous devotees, and the
reward of sending a gift to us will be recorded for him.

Sixth Matter: Giving charity on behalf of the Imam (may Allah hasten his
reappearance) with the intention of his safety. This matter is explained in
detail in the book Al-Najm al-Thaqib3.

Seventh Matter: Gaining knowledge of the Imam’s (ATFS) praiseworthy
attributes, maintaining a firm resolve to support him (ATFS) under all
circumstances, and feeling heartfelt grief and weeping over his sorrowful

Eighth Matter: Asking Allah, the Exalted, for recognition (ma’rifat) of the
Imam (ATFS).

Ninth Matter: Regularly reciting the supplication narrated from Imam
Sadiq (peace be upon him) as mentioned in Kamal al-Din, which is:

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O Allah! O Most Merciful! O Most Compassionate! O Turner of Hearts!
Keep my heart steadfast upon Your religion.
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Tenth Matter: Offering sacrifices on behalf of the Imam (peace be upon
him) according to one’s capacity. This matter is also mentioned in Al-Najm
al-Thagqib®.

Eleventh Matter: Refraining from mentioning the Imam’s (ATFS) blessed
name, which resembles the noble name of the Messenger of Allah (peace
be upon him), and instead referring to him with titles such as Al-Qa’im,
Al-Muntazar, Al-Hujjah, Al-Mahdi, Al-lmam, Al-Gha’ib, and the like.
Numerous narrations state that it is forbidden to mention his (ATFS)
specific name during the era of occultation?.

Twelfth Matter: Standing up out of respect whenever the Imam’s (ATFS)
blessed name is mentioned, particularly upon hearing the title Al-Qa’im.
This matter is also mentioned in Al-Najm al-Thagib®.

Thirteenth Matter: Keeping weapons ready for jihad in the service of the
Imam (peace be upon him). Itis narrated in Bihar al-Anwar with reference
to Ghaybat al-Nu’mani from Imam Sadiq (peace be upon him) that he (AS)
said:
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Each of you must prepare for the reappearance of the Qa’im (ATFS),
even if it be with a single arrow. Indeed, when Allah, the Exalted, sees
this intention in his resolve, | hope He will prolong his life so that he may

witness the Imam’s (ATFS) reappearance.
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Fourteenth Matter: Seeking intercession in the court of Allah through the
Imam in important matters and sending letters of supplication (‘ariza) to
his service. The texts of these letters are mentioned in Bihar al-Anwar?.

Fifteenth Matter: Swearing by the Imam (ATFS) in supplications to Allah
and making him (ATFS) an intercessor for the fulfillment of needs. As
mentioned in Kamal al-Din2.

Sixteenth Matter: Remaining steadfast on the religion of truth and not
following false claims. The reason for this is that the sacred reappearance
will not occur before the emergence of the Sufyani and the heavenly cry.
Numerous narrations state:
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Remain calm until the call comes from the sky and the earth swallows
the army of Bayda

Itis also narrated in Bihar al-Anwar with reference to Ghaybat al-Tusi from
Imam Reza (peace be upon him) that he (AS) said:
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In the month of Rajab, three voices will come from the sky. One of them
will be: ‘Beware! The curse of Allah is upon the oppressive nation.” The
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second voice will be: “The Day of Judgment has drawn near, O group of
believers!” And the third voice will be: ‘A prominent body will be shown
near the sun. This is Amir al-Mu’minin (peace be upon him), who has
returned to destroy the oppressors.

In another narration, it is stated: Indeed, Jibreel (peace be upon him) will
proclaim on the twenty-third night of Ramadan a call that all creation will
hear:

PRI ARSI
Indeed, the truth is with Ali (peace be upon him) and his Shi’a

At the end of that day, Iblis will proclaim:
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Indeed, the truth is with Uthman and his followers
and at that time, the followers of falsehood will fall into doubt?.

In another narration, Jibreel (peace be upon him) will proclaim from the
sky, and all the inhabitants of the earth will hear:

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Beware! Indeed, the Proof of Allah (Hujjat) has appeared near the House
of Allah, so follow him (ATFS)

It is narrated in Kamal al-Din from Imam Sadiq (peace be upon him):
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The first to pledge allegiance to the Qa’im (peace be upon him) will be
Jibreel (AS), who will descend in the form of a white bird and pledge
allegiance to him (ATFS). He (AS) will place one foot on the Ka’ba and

the other on Bayt al-Maqdis, then proclaim with a resounding voice that
all creation will hear: ‘The command of Allah has come, so do not
hasten in it.

In another narration, it is stated:
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Then Allah, the Blessed and Exalted, will send a wind that will call out in

every valley: ‘This is the Mahdi (ATFS); he (ATFS) will judge according to

the judgments of Dawud (peace be upon him) and Sulayman (peace be
upon him), and he (ATFS) will not require any witness.

Seventeenth Matter: Withdrawing from the common people.

LTRSS ()

It is narrated in Kamal al-Din from Imam Bagir (peace be upon him) that
he (AS) said:

CANNZBINIS
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A time will come upon people when their Imam (AS) will be absent from
them. So, glad tidings to those who remain steadfast on our command
during that time. Indeed, the least of their reward will be that Allah, the
Exalted, the Glorious, will call out to them, saying: ‘O My servants and
maidservants! You believed in My secret and affirmed My unseen.
Accept the glad tidings of the best reward from Me. You are indeed My
true servants and maidservants. | will accept from you, overlook your
shortcomings, and forgive you. For your sake, | will grant rain to My
servants and ward off calamities from them. Were it not for you, | would
have sent down My punishment upon them.

Hazrat Jabir (may Allah be pleased with him) asked: O son of the
Messenger of Allah (AS)! What is the most virtuous act for a believer to
adhere to during that time? He (AS) replied:
"ezdig ol B
Guarding one’s tongue and staying at home

This means that a person should avoid the company of people except for
necessities, as they distract him from the remembrance of his Imam (AS).

Eighteenth Matter: Sending salutations (salawat)
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upon the Imam (may Allah hasten his reappearance)

Some of the narrated salutations will, God willing, be mentioned shortly.

Nineteenth Matter: Mentioning the virtues and merits of the Imam
(peace be upon him). The reason for this is that he (ATFS) is the master of
blessings and the cause of all divine favors that reach us. As | have
explained in my book Mikyal al-Makarem?, one way to express gratitude
to the master of blessings is to mention his (ATFS) virtues, perfections,
and favors. This is also stated in Makarim al-Akhlag?, in the Risalat al-
Huquq by Sayyid al-Sajidin (peace be upon him), regarding the rights of
those who confer favors upon us.

Twentieth Matter: Expressing a longing for the true vision of the Imam’s
(ATFS) blessed countenance. It is narrated from Amir al-Mu’minin (peace
be upon him) that he (AS) pointed to his blessed chest and sighed in
longing for meeting him3 (i.e., Imam al-Zaman, peace be upon him), even
though the Master of the Affair (Sahibul Amr) had not yet been born at
that time.

Twenty-First Matter: Inviting people towards the recognition (ma’rifat) of
the Imam (peace be upon him) and calling them to serve him (ATFS) and
his pure forefathers (AS). It is narrated in Al-Kafi from Sulayman ibn Khalid
that he said to Imam Sadiq (peace be upon him): “I have some family
members who listen to me. Should | invite them to this matter (i.e.,
Imamate)?” He (AS) replied:
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Yes, indeed, Allah, the Exalted, states in His Book: ‘O you who believe!

Save yourselves and your families from a Fire whose fuel is people and
stones.

Twenty-Second Matter: Exercising patience in the face of difficulties
during the era of occultation, as well as enduring the denial, harm, and
blame from the enemies of the Imam (ATFS). It is narrated in Kamal al-Din
from Sayyid al-Shuhada (peace be upon him) that he (AS) said:
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Beware! Indeed, whoever endures harm and denial during his (i.e.,
Imam Mahdi, peace be upon him) occultation is like one who holds the
status of fighting with a sword alongside the Messenger of Allah (peace

be upon him).

Twenty-Third Matter: Dedicating the reward of righteous deeds, such as

recitation of the Quran and similar acts, as a gift to the Imam (peace be
upon him).

Twenty-Fourth Matter: Reciting the Ziyarat of the Imam (ATFS). These last
two acts (dedicating rewards and reciting Ziyarat) are not exclusive to the
Imam of the End of Time (may Allah hasten his reappearance) but apply
to all the Imams (peace be upon them).
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Twenty-Fifth Matter: Praying for the hastening of the Imam’s (ATFS)
sacred reappearance and seeking victory and support for him (ATFS) from
Allah, the Exalted.

This act has numerous benefits and rewards. | have compiled these
supplications from the narrations of the pure Imams (peace be upon
them) and mentioned them in my Persian book Adab-e-Jum’a, Darha-ye
Jannat (The Etiquettes of Friday, the Gates of Paradise) and my Arabic
book Mikyal al-Makarem fi Fawa’id al-Dua lil-Qa’im (peace be upon him).
It is also narrated in Al-lhtijaj from a sacred letter (Tawqi‘) of Imam al-
Zaman (peace be upon him):
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Pray abundantly for the hastening of the reappearance, for in it lies your
success

Additionally, it is narrated from Imam Hasan al-Askari (peace be upon
him) that he (AS) said:
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By Allah! He (AS) will enter such an occultation that no one will be saved
from destruction except those whom Allah, the Exalted, keeps steadfast
on his (AS) Imamate and grants the ability to pray for the hastening of
his (AS) reappearance.

Grant relief to all believers and hasten the
reappearance of the Master (peace be upon him). Make manifest his
honor and dominance.

Chapter Two

Here, we will mention some of the benefits obtained through praying for
the reappearance of Hujjat Bagiyatullah (may Allah hasten his noble
reappearance). These benefits have been gathered from verses and
narrations, which are numerous. However, | will limit myself to
mentioning only fourteen (14) benefits here:

1. Prolongation of Life this is specifically mentioned in the second
supplication narrated in this book from Imam Sadiq (peace be
upon him), which is to be recited after every prayer. (Refer to the
second prayer of the first chapter, which is on pages 31 and 32).

2. Fulfilling the Right of the Imam (peace be upon him) as Amir al-
Mu’'minin (peace be upon him) said: “Fulfilling the rights of

brothers is among the most virtuous deeds of the pious®.”

| submit: Since Imam of the time (may Allah hasten his noble
reappearance) is the leader and most virtuous of all believers, fulfilling his
right is considered the most important and superior of all good deeds.

3. Attaining the Intercession of the Messenger (peace be upon him)
as narrated from the Prophet (peace be upon him)?, and some
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narrations also indicate that it becomes a means for attaining the
intercession of the Master of the Age (may Allah hasten his noble
reappearance).

4. Attracting the Help of Allah, the Exalted praying for Imam of the
time (may Allah hasten his noble reappearance) is a form of
support and assistance for him, and supporting him is equivalent
to supporting Allah. As stated in the verse:
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Indeed, Allah will surely help those who help Him

5. Bringing Joy to Imam al-Zaman (may Allah hasten his noble
reappearance) As Imam Muhammad Bagir (peace be upon him)
said:
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No act of worship is more beloved to Allah than bringing joy to a
believer.

6. Prompting the Master of the Age (may Allah hasten his noble
reappearance) to Pray for the Supplicant this act causes the Imam
(ATFS) himself to supplicate for the one who prays for him3.
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7. Earning the Reward of Praying for All Believers praying for the
reappearance of Imam al-Zaman (may Allah hasten his noble
reappearance) brings the reward of praying for all believing men
and women, as the blessings of his reappearance encompass
everyone. Thus, praying for him is akin to praying for all. This has
been elaborated with many narrations in Mikyal al-Makarem?.

8. Expressing Love and Devotion (Wilayah) praying for Imam al-
Zaman (may Allah hasten his noble reappearance) is a means of
expressing love and devotion, as he is the closest to the
Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him). Showing love for him
(ATFS) and expressing it, fulfills the reward of prophethood, as
Allah, the Exalted, says:

"o aREs T a0y 8
Say: | do not ask you for any reward except love for my near kin.

9. Warding Off Calamities During the Era of Occultation praying for
Imam al-Zaman (may Allah hasten his noble reappearance)
protects the supplicant from calamities during the period of
occultation®.

Honoring Allah, His Messenger, His Book, His Religion, and the
Muslims praying for the reappearance of Imam al-Zaman (may
Allah hasten his noble reappearance) is an act of honoring Allah,
as His religion will be fully implemented; honoring the Messenger
of Allah (peace be upon him); honoring the Book of Allah, as it
will be acted upon; honoring the religion of Allah, as it will prevail
completely; and honoring the Muslims, as they will be liberated
from the disbelievers. This also leads to entry into Paradise, as
narrated from the Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him) in
Kitab al-Khisal'.

Earning the Reward of Helping the Oppressed praying for Imam
al-Zaman (may Allah hasten his noble reappearance) brings the
reward of aiding the oppressed, which will lead to safely crossing
the Siraat (the bridge) on the Day of Judgment, as stated by Imam
Zayn al-Abidin (peace be upon him).?

Equivalent to the Reward of Jihad in the Presence of the Prophet
(SAWW) and Amir al-Mu’minin (AS) praying for Imam al-Zaman
(may Allah hasten his noble reappearance) carries a reward
equivalent to that of fighting alongside the Messenger of Allah
(peace be upon him) and Amir al-Mu’minin (peace be upon him).
Sharing in the Reward of Seeking Vengeance for Sayyid al-
Shuhada (AS) praying for the reappearance of Imam al-Zaman
(may Allah hasten his noble reappearance) grants a reward
known only to Allah, which is sharing in the reward of seeking
vengeance for the blood of Sayyid al-Shuhada (Imam Husayn,
peace be upon him), as the Master of the Age (may Allah hasten
his noble reappearance) is the one who will avenge him. Thus,
whoever prays for his reappearance will share in the reward of
this act.
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14. As narrated in Kamal al-Din from Ahmad ibn Ishaq:

Ahmad ibn Ishaq says: | visited Abu Muhammad Hasan ibn Ali (peace be
upon them both), intending to ask him (AS) about the successor after him.
But he began speaking first, saying: O Ahmad ibn Ishaq! Indeed, Allah, the
Blessed and Exalted, has never left the earth devoid of His proof since the
creation of Adam (peace be upon him) until the Day of Judgment.
Through him, He wards off calamities from the inhabitants of the earth,
sends down rain, and brings forth the blessings of the earth.

| asked: O son of the Messenger of Allah (AS)! Who will be the Imam and
successor after you (AS)? He (AS) quickly stood up and entered the house,
then returned with a three-year-old child on his shoulder, whose face
shone like the full moon on the fourteenth night. He (AS) said: O Ahmad
ibn Ishaqg! If you were not held in high esteem by Allah, the Exalted, and
His proofs, | would not have shown you my son.
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This is my son, who bears the name and kuniya (honorific title) of the

Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him). He (ATFS) will fill the earth

with justice and equity, just as it will have been filled with oppression
and tyranny.

O Ahmad ibn Ishaq! In this nation, his example is like that of Khidr (peace
be upon him) and Dhul-Qarnayn. By Allah! He will enter a state of
occultation during which none will be saved from ruin except those whom
Allah, the Exalted, keeps steadfast in affirming his Imamate and grants the
ability to pray for his reappearance.

Ahmad ibn Ishaq says: | asked: “O my Master (AS)! Is there a sign by which
my heart may find reassurance?” Then the son (Imam Mahdi, may Allah

So, O Ahmad ibn Ishaq, do not seek any
further sign after witnessing with your own eyes?.

This humble and erring Muhammad Tagqi ibn Abdul Razzaq al-Musawi al-
Isfahani (may Allah have mercy on both) submits: | deemed it appropriate,
indeed necessary, to mention at this point, twelve (12) narrations
regarding the occultation of this exalted Imam (ATFS), who is hidden from
the eyes of people, so that both the elite and the common people may
fully benefit from these narrations.

First Hadith

The Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him and his family) said: The
Mahdi (peace be upon him) is from my progeny.

He will be the most similar to
me in character and appearance. He will have a period of occultation and
bewilderment during which nations will go astray. Then, he will appear
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like a shining star and fill the earth with justice and equity, just as it will
have been filled with oppression and tyranny?.

It is narrated from Amir al-Mu’minin (peace be upon him), as reported by
Asbagh ibn Nabata: Asbagh ibn Nabata narrates: | came into the presence
of Amir al-Mu’minin Ali ibn Abi Talib (peace be upon him) and saw him in
a state of contemplation, writing something on the ground. | said: “O Amir
al-Mu’minin (AS)! | see you pensive and writing on the ground. Have you
developed an inclination toward the world?” He replied: “No, by Allah! |
have not inclined toward the world even for a single day. Rather, | am
thinking about a child who will be from my lineage, my eleventh
descendant, the Mahdi (peace be upon him), who will fill the earth with
justice and equity, just as it will have been filled with oppression and
tyranny. He (ATFS) will have a period of occultation and bewilderment,
during which some people will go astray, while others will be guided.” |
asked: “Will this event surely come to pass?” He replied: “Yes, as surely
as he has been created?”

Third Hadith

It is narrated from Imam Hasan Mujtaba (peace be upon him):

Imam Hasan Mujtaba (peace be upon him) said: Each one of us has the
pledge of allegiance to the tyrant of his time on his neck, except for the
Qa’im. When the Spirit of Allah, Jesus son of Mary (peace be upon them
both), prays behind him (ATFS), Allah, the Exalted, will conceal his birth
and hide his presence so that no one’s pledge of allegiance is upon his
neck. When the ninth descendant from my brother Husayn (AS) appears,
Allah will prolong his life during his occultation and then manifest him,
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through His power, in the form of a young man less than forty years old,
so that people may know that Allah is capable of all things.

Fourth Hadith

Sayyid al-Shuhada Imam Husayn (peace be upon him) said:

The Qa’im in this nation will be my ninth descendant. He (ATFS) will be
the one in occultation, and his inheritance will be divided while he is still
alive?.

Fifth Hadith

Imam Zayn al-Abidin (peace be upon him) said to Abu Khalid al-Kabuli:

The occultation of the twelfth successor among the successors of the
Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him and his family), the guardian of
Allah, will be prolonged. O Abu Khalid! Those who live in his time of
occultation, affirm his Imamate, and await his reappearance will be
superior to the people of every era. Allah, the Exalted, will grant them
such intellect, understanding, and recognition that for them, the
occultation will be as if they are witnessing him. He will grant them the
status of those who fought with swords in the presence of the Messenger
of Allah (peace be upon him and his family). These are the truly sincere,
our true Shi‘a, and the callers to the religion of Allah, both openly and in
secret.
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Sixth Hadith

Imam Muhammad Bagir (peace be upon him) said:

The Mahdi (ATFS) will be from this pure lineage. He will have a period of
bewilderment and occultation, during which some people will go astray,
while others will be guided?.

Seventh Hadith

According to the narration of Abdullah ibn Abi Ya’fur, Imam Ja’far ibn
Muhammad al-Sadiq (peace be upon him) said:

Whoever acknowledges the Imams from my forefathers and my progeny
but denies the Mahdi (ATFS) from my descendants is like one who
acknowledges all the Prophets but denies the prophethood of
Muhammad (peace be upon him). | asked: O my Master (AS)! Who is the
Mahdi from your progeny? He (AS) replied: “The fifth from the sons of the
seventh Imam. He will be hidden from you, and it will not be permissible
for you to mention his name?2.

Eighth Hadith

Imam Musa Kazim (peace be upon him) said:

When the fifth descendant after the seventh Imam (AS) goes into
occultation, fear Allah regarding your religion and beware lest anyone
turn you away from it. O my son! Indeed, the possessor of this matter
(Imamate) will surely have an occultation, such that even those who
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affirmed it will fall into doubt. This is but a trial from Allah, the Exalted,
through which He tests His servants?.

Ninth Hadith

Imam Ali ibn Musa al-Rida (peace be upon him) was asked: O son of the
Messenger of Allah (AS)! Who is the Qa’im from among the Ahlul Bayt
(AS)? He replied:

He is my fourth descendant, the son of the leader of the maidservants
(kaneez). Through him (ATFS), Allah will purify the earth of every
oppression and tyranny. He (ATFS) will be such that people will doubt his
birth, and he will go into occultation before his emergence. When he
reappears, the earth will shine with his light, and the scale of justice will
be established, so that no one will oppress another. The earth will be
folded for him, he will have no shadow, and a caller from the heavens will
proclaim, heard by all the inhabitants of the earth: Beware! The proof of
Allah has appeared near the House of Allah. Follow him, for the truth is
with him and in him?,

Tenth Hadith

Imam Muhammad Taqi (peace be upon him) said in response to a
guestion from Abdul Azim Hasani:

O Abu al-Qasim! Each one of us is, by the command of Allah, a Qa’im and
a guide to the religion. However, the Qa’'im through whom Allah will
purify the earth of disbelief and denial and fill it with justice and equity is
one whose birth will be hidden from people. He (ATFS) will be concealed
from them, and mentioning his name will be forbidden. He will share the
name and kuniya (honorific title) of the Messenger of Allah (peace be
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upon him). The earth will be folded for him, and every difficulty will be
made easy for him. His companions, equal in number to the companions
of Badr, three hundred and thirteen individuals, will gather around him
from different parts of the world. This is in accordance with Allah’s
statement: ‘Wherever you are, Allah will bring you all together. Indeed,
Allah is capable of all things. When these sincere companions gather
around him, Allah will manifest his matter. When their number reaches
ten thousand, he will rise by the command of Allah and continue to slay
Allah’s enemies until Allah is pleased. Abdul Azim asked: O Master (AS)!
How will he (ATFS) know that Allah is pleased? He (AS) replied: Mercy will
be placed in his heart, and when he enters Medina, he will remove Lat
and Uzza (the first and second oppressors) and burn them?.

Eleventh Hadith

Imam Ali Nagi (peace be upon him) said:

My successor after me is my son Hasan (AS). But what will be your state
regarding the successor after my son? | asked: O Master (AS)! Why is that?
He replied: Because you will not see his existence, and it will not be
permissible for you to mention his name. | asked: Then how shall we call
him? He (AS) said: Say: The Proof from the Family of Muhammad (Hujjat
Aal e Muhammad peace be upon him and his family).?

Twelfth Hadith

Imam Hasan Askari (peace be upon him) was asked by Ahmad ibn Ishaq:

Ahmad ibn Ishaq asked: O Master (AS)! What tradition of Khidr and Dhul-
Qarnayn will be fulfilled in him (Imam Mahdi, peace be upon him)? He
(AS) replied: O Ahmad! The length of his occultation. | asked: O son of the
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Messenger (AS)! Will his occultation truly be prolonged? He (AS) said: Yes,
by my Lord! It will be so prolonged that most of those who affirmed this
matter will turn back, and only those will remain from whom Allah, the
Exalted, has taken a covenant for our guardianship, written faith in their
hearts, and strengthened them with a spirit from Him®.

| submit: This hadith, the beginning of which has been mentioned here,
was previously cited under the fourteenth hadith in the chapter on the
virtues of supplications.

Chapter Three

It is essential to know that no specific time has been designated in the
narrations for the reappearance of the Master of the Affair (peace be
upon him). Thus, it is narrated in Ghaybat Nu’mani from Imam Ja’far Sadiq
(peace be upon him) that he (AS) said to Abu Basir:
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We, the Ahlul Bayt, do not specify a time. Moreover, the Messenger of
Allah (peace be upon him and his family) said: ‘Those who specify a time
are liars.” O Abu Muhammad! Before this matter (the reappearance), five

signs will certainly occur: the first is a call from the heavens in the
month of Ramadan, the second is the emergence of the Sufyani, the
third is the emergence of the Khorasani, the fourth is the killing of the
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Pure Soul (Nafs Zakiyyah), and the fifth is the sinking of the earth at
Bayda

Here, we mention a petition (‘aridha) that is sent to the presence of
Hujjatullah (may Allah hasten his noble reappearance), as mentioned in
Bihar al-Anwar?:

This petition is written, kept with care, wrapped in pure clay, and placed
in a river or spring. The one placing it says:
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O my Master, O Abu al-Qasim, O Husayn ibn Ruh, peace be upon you! |
testify that your death was in the way of Allah, and that you are alive
and sustained in the presence of Allah. | address you in this life that you
have with Allah, the Exalted. This is my writing and my need, which |
have presented to our Master (peace be upon him). Convey it to him, for
you are the trusted and reliable one.
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In the Name of Allah, the Most Gracious, the Most Merciful

| have written this petition to you, O my Master, peace and blessings be
upon you, pleading to the court of Allah, the Exalted, and seeking refuge
through you regarding a matter that has suddenly afflicted me,
preoccupied my heart, disturbed my thoughts, robbed me of some of
my intellect, and transformed the blessings bestowed by Allah in my

sight.
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The mere thought of this calamity has isolated me from my friends,
distanced even my closest kin, rendered my plans incapable of averting
it, and caused my patience and strength to betray me in enduring it.

Thus, | have turned to your presence in this matter and relied on Allah,

the Exalted, and on you in my affair. | place my trust in your intercession

to avert this calamity, with the knowledge of the station you hold in the

sight of Allah, the Lord of all the worlds, the Manager and Master of all
affairs.

I rely on you to swiftly intercede for me in the court of Allah, and | am
certain that Allah, the Blessed and Exalted, will accept your supplication
on my behalf and fulfill my need. You, O my Master, are the most
deserving of my good expectations and hopes.

In this matter (here write your need.........cccoovvevececveecesececieeeenenns ), which |
lack the strength to bear and the patience to endure, even though | am

deserving of it and more due to my misdeeds and shortcomings in
fulfilling obligations.

So, O my Master, may Allah send blessings upon you, aid me in this state
of helplessness, and present a supplication on my behalf in the court of
Allah, the Exalted, before destruction overtakes me and my enemies
rejoice over me.

Indeed, through you, blessings have been extended to me. So, ask Allah,

the Exalted in His Majesty, for an honorable victory and a near triumph

for me, which will fulfill hopes, ensure the excellent beginning and end
of affairs, and provide safety from all fears in every circumstance.

Indeed, Allah, the Exalted, does what He wills, and He is sufficient for
me and the best disposer of affairs, from beginning to end.
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
