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Migration from Makkah to Madinah

The people of Medinah again swore allegiance to the Messenger
of God (SAWW) in Aqaba in the year 6216 (according to
historians, the year counted after the descent of Adam A.S.) that
they will protect him (SAWW) like their souls and bodies - and
what they do not like for themselves, they will not like for him
(SAWW) either. When the treaty was finalized, the people of
Medinah returned to their homeland. But when the disbelievers
of Quraysh learnt about it, this led to an increase in their malice
and deceit, and they convened a Shura (consultation meeting) on
the issue. Forty of their wise and experienced people gathered in
Dar al-Nadwa. Satan entered them in the form of an old man from
the tribe of Najd. After an exchange of thoughts and expressions
of opinion, they all agreed that a brave man of each tribe should
be chosen with a sword in his hand. Together all of them attack
the Prophet (SAWW) and shed his blood - so that the blame for
his blood falls on all the tribes and the tribe of the Prophet
(SAWW) does not have the strength to fight all the tribes. The
matter will have to be resolved by wergild (blood-money - paying
some price for blood/murder). So, everyone agreed and started
this campaign. Thus, the people who had been prepared for this
task, advanced around his (SAWW) house at night on the first day
of the month of Rabi-ul-Awwal and sat in ambush so that when
the Prophet (SAWW) went to bed, they would attack him (SAWW)
and kill him (SAWW).

God Almighty informed the Holy Prophet (SAWW) of this ploy and
revealed the following verse:

295,84 5L 5’ :, 2 z :;z,z 5 2 ,1’, L8 - P,z
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And (remember the time) when these disbelievers were plotting
against you to imprison you or kill you or expel you (from
Makkah). They were plotting and Allah was plotting. And Allah is
the best of plotters.

Commanded to let Amir al-mu'minin (Leader of the faithful A.S.)
sleep in his (SAWW) bed and leave the city. So he (SAWW) said to
Amir al-mu'minin (AS), "The polytheists (mushrikin) want to kill
me tonight. It is commanded to migrate, and | have been
commanded to go toward the cave of Thor. And that | order you
to lie down on my bed, so that they may not know that | am gone.
What do you say and what will you do?” Amir al-mu'minin (AS)
asked: “O’ Prophet of God (SAWW)! Will your soul be saved from
my lying on your bed?” He (SAWW) said: “Yes”. So the Amir al-
mu'minin (AS) smiled and prostrated in thanksgiving (Sajda e
Shukar). This was the first prostration of thanksgiving that took
place in this Ummah. Then he (AS) raised his head from
prostration and said, "Go wherever you (SAWW) are commanded
to go. May my life be sacrificed for you (SAWW). And whatever
you (SAWW) want, command me that | will accept it
wholeheartedly; and in every matter, | will seek help from God.”

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So he (SAWW) hugged Amir ul Momineen (AS) and cried a lot and
handed him over to God. Gabriel (AS) took his (SAWW) hand and
brought him out of the house and he (SAWW) recited this verse:

And We have erected a wall in front of them and a wall behind
them and We have covered them - so they do not see.

He (SAWW) threw a handful of dust on their faces and said: «i\%

5,23 Let these faces be ruined! And then set out for Ghar e Thor

(Cave of Thor). There is a tradition that he (SAWW) visited the
house of Umm-e-Hani and left for Ghari Thor in the darkness of
the early morning. On the other hand, Amir al-mu'minin (AS) lied
down on the bed of the Holy Prophet (SAWW) and took on his
(SAWW) cloak. The disbelieving Quraysh wanted to jump into the
house that night. Abu Lahab, who was with them, forbade them
and said, "l will not let you in at night because there are children
and women in this house. We will patrol the house all night and
attack it in the morning.” When they intended to do so in the
morning, Amir al-mu'minin (AS) stood in front of them and
challenged them. They said: “O Ali (AS)! Where is Muhammad
(SAWW)?” He (AS) said: “Did you hand him (SAWW) over to me?
You wanted to get him (SAWW) out of the town. He (SAWW) left
on his own.” So they left Ali (AS) and went out in search of the
Holy Prophet (SAWW). God revealed this verse in honor of Amir
al-mu'minin (AS):

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And of mankind is he who selleth his life for the cause of Allah,
and Allah is full of kindness to (His) slaves.

So the Prophet (SAWW) stayed in the Cave of Thor for three days
and left for Medinah on the fourth day and entered Medinah on
the twelfth Rabi-ul-Awwal in the thirteenth year of Ba’esat
(appointment).

Events of the first year of Hijri (Migration)

The migration of the Prophet (SAWW) to Medinah became the
beginning of the history of the Muslims. Five months or eight
months after the first year of the migration, the Holy Prophet
(SAWW) made a treaty of brotherhood between the Muhajireen
(migrants of Makkah) and the Ansar (Helpers of Medinah) and
declared Amir al-mu'minin (AS) as his (SAWW) brother. The same
year, in the month of Shawwal, he (SAWW) married Ayesha.

Events of the second year of Hijri

(migration)
In the second year of the migration, the qgiblah of the Muslims
became the Ka'bah instead of Jerusalem - and in the same vyear,
Hazrat Fatima (SA) married Amir al-mu'minin (AS). Some scholars
have said that Surah Hal-Ata was revealed in the same year in
honor of Ahlul Bayt (AS). God Almighty has mentioned many

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blessings of Paradise in this Surah - but did not mention Hur Al-
Ein. Keeping in view the glory of Hazrat Fatima Zahra (SA), Allah
did not mention maidens in this Surah.

And at the end of Sha'ban in the year 2 AH, the fasts of Ramadhan
became obligatory. In the same year, the command of war with
the polytheists was revealed.

In the year 2 AH, after the passing of seventy days, the Battle of
the Abuwa took place. Abuwa is the name of a large village
located between Makkah and Medinah - and there is the tomb of
the mother of the Holy Prophet (SAWW), Amina (SA), and there is
another village called Wadan. That is why this war is also called
Jang e Wadan (battle of Wadan). In this war the matter concluded
at reconciliation and the Holy Prophet (SAWW) returned without
a fight. Hazrat Hamza (RA) was the flag-bearer of this war. Then
happened Siriyah e Hamza (battle of Hamza).

It should be noted that when the Prophet (SAWW) prepared an
army for a battle and went with it himself, it was called Ghazva,
and if he did not go along, it was called Baath and Siriyah. Siriyah
is said to be a group of fighters sent against the enemy, which has
a minimum of nine men, and a maximum of four hundred. Some
say that the number is from one hundred to five hundred. While
more than that is called manas. If it is more than eight hundred, it
is called Jaish, and if it is more than four thousand, it is called
Hajfal.

The battle of Buwat took place in the month of Rabi-ul-Awwal and

it took place in such a way that the Holy Prophet (SAWW)

accompanied by two hundred companions from Medinah

marched to Buwat with the intention of confronting caravan of
Quraysh. They returned without confronting the enemy. Bouat is
a mountain from the mountains of Jahina towards Razvi and Razvi
is @ mountain between Makkah and Medinah near Yanbu’. The
Cassanians say that Muhammad ibn Hanafiyah (RA) lives in it so
that he could attack from there.

After the battle of Bouat, the battle of Dhu'l-Ash'irah took place.
Ashirah is situated between Makkah and Medinah, near Yanbu’, is
the site of the Bani Mudalij tribe. It so happened that the
Messenger of God (SAWW) heard that Abu Sufyan was going to
Syria with a group of Quraysh for trade. So he (SAWW) followed
him with a group of companions till Dhu'l-Ashirah. Abu Sufyan
was confronted face to face - but the elders of Bani Mudalij who
lived around Dhu'l-Asheerah came to his (SAWW) service and
made peace with him (SAWW).

The Holy Battle (Ghazva) of Badr

The Holy Battle of Badr al-Awla (first) took place in the month of
Jamadi al-Thani. The reason for this was that the Holy Prophet
(SAWW) was informed that Kurz ibn Jabir al-Fihri had come with a
group of Quraysh a few miles (3 manzil) from Medinah and that
camels of the Holy Prophet (SAWW) and cattle of people have
been taken off to Makkah. The Prophet (SAWW) handed over the
flag of war to Hazrat Amir (AS) and arrived at Safwan on the
outskirts of Badar with a group of Muhajireen (migrants) and
rested there for three days. He (SAWW) observed the status of
the disbelievers from all corners. When he (SAWW) did not get
any news about them, he (SAWW) returned to Medinah. The

month of Jamadi ul Thani was nearing the end.

In 2 AH, the great battle of Badar (Jang e Badar Kubra) took place.
Its summary is that the disbelieving Quraysh, such as Utbah,
Sheba, Walid ibn Utbah, Abu Jahl, Abu al-Bakhtari, Nawfal ibn
Khuwaylid, and the rest of the Quraysh of Makkah, with a large
contingent of warriors, numbering nine hundred and fifty, left
Makkah after preparing for a war with the Holy Prophet (SAWW).
They brought with them instruments of tambourine and singing
women. Three hundred horses and seven hundred camels were
with them.

They had decided that every day one of the chiefs of the Quraysh
would feed the animals and the army by slaughtering ten camels.
On the other side, the Holy Prophet (SAWW) left Medinah with
313 companions and reached the region of Badr. Badr is the name
of a well in which the bodies of polytheists were thrown. When
the Holy Prophet (SAWW) reached the area of Badr, he (SAWW)
would point to the ground and say, "This is the place of death of
such and such a disbeliever." He (SAWW) would tell the place of
death of each disbeliever of Quraysh. Exactly the same happened
as informed by the Holy Prophet (SAWW).

Meanwhile, the enemy's army appeared and it descended on a
hill in front of them and began to watch the army of the Prophet
(SAWW). The Muslims looked very small and insignificant in their
eyes. Therefore, in the eyes of Muslims, they also appeared
smaller in numbers. God Almighty says:

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And remember when Allah made the enemies appear smaller in
number to you, and made you look little to them, so that Allah
might bring to light what was to come; In the end all matters turn
to Allah.

After seeing the army, the disbelievers of Quraysh descended
from the hill while they were away from the water. After having
encamped, they sent Umayr ibn Wahab with a group to find out
the situation of army of Islam and count them. So Umayr ibn
Wahab rode on horseback and after circling the Muslims, he went
to the desert and took care that perhaps the Muslims had hidden
their army somewhere. He returned and said that their number
was close to three hundred and said:

There is no one in their ambush but | have seen that the camels of
Yathrib have come carrying the death that overwhelms them -
don't you see that they are dumb, do not speak and move their
tongues from their mouths like snakes. Their refuge is their
swords. | do not see them returning from the battlefield unless
they are killed on the same field and will not be killed until they
have killed an enemy equal to their number. Weigh well; it is not
an easy task to fight this rival.

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When Hakim ibn Hazzam heard this conversation, he asked Utbah
to stop the people from fighting. Utbah said: If you can, then ask
Ibn Hanzaliya, (known as Abu Jahl), if he can stop the people from
fighting - because Muhammad (SAWW) and his companions are
the sons of Abu Jahl's uncle, i.e. relatives. Hakim went to Abu Jahl
and gave him the message of Utbah. Abu Jahl said: His lungs are
full of air (meaning he is frightened) and Utbah is concerned
about his son, Abu Hudhaifah, who has become a Muslim and
with Muhammad (SAWW).

Hakim narrated Abu Jahl's speech in front of Utbah and suddenly
Abu Jahl followed him. Utbah said to him: O great coward, you call
me a coward and make me cry. It will be known whose lung is
swollen.

On the other hand, the Holy Prophet (SAWW) said so that the
hearts of Muslims should remain in their place and they should
not be afraid of war, following the verse of the Holy Quran:

t.l.ej’ bM\,;:éO;

If they are inclined towards peace, so be you.

Although he (SAWW) knew that the Quraysh would not make
peace, he sent a message to the Quraysh to settle the argument,
‘It is not in our hearts for us to take the lead in fighting you
because you are from our own nation and tribe. And you should
not be more hostile to me and hand me over to the Arabs. Even if

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| prevail, it is a source of pride for you, and if the Arabs eliminate
me, you will achieve your goal without suffering.’

When the Quraysh heard this, Utbah among them said: O’ people
of Quraysh! Whoever is stubborn and turns away from the
message of Muhammad (SAWW) will not succeed. O’ group of
Quraysh! Listen to me and obey Muhammad (SAWW), who is the
best of you, i.e. respect his message. Abu Jahl began to fear that
the people might stop the war due to the views of Utbah, so he
said: Yes, O Utbah! What is this temptation that you want to
spread? Looking for excuses to go back for fear of Abdul
Muttalib's children?

Utbah became angry and said: Do you attribute fear to me and
tell me to be a fearful person?

Then he got down from the camel and pulled Abu Jahl down from
the horse and said: Come, you and | fight so that it will be clear to
the people who is the coward and who the brave is.

The elders of the Quraysh advanced and separated them from
each other. At that moment, the flames of war began to burn and
the men of war and bravery on both sides became enthusiastic.
The first person to enter the field was Utbah, angry that Abu Jahl
had ridiculed him for his cowardice. He wore the armor with great
difficulty and because his head was large, there was no helm
(fighting hat) in the whole army that could fit his head. He was
forced to wear a turban and ordered his brother Sheba and son
Waleed to go to the field along with him and fight. So the three
men mounted their horses and rode between the two armies and
called for Mubariz (fighter against them). Three of the Ansar
[18]




(Helpers from Medinah) went against them. Utbah said, "Who are
you and what tribe are you from?" They said: ‘We are of the
Ansar’. Utbah said: ‘You are not our Kufu (equivalent), we do not
fight you’. And shouted: ‘O Muhammad (SAWW)! Send one of our
common people to fight us who is our opponent and Kufu.’

The Messenger of God (SAWW) also did not want the Ansar to
start the fight. So he allowed Hazrat Ali (AS), Hazrat Hamzah bin
Abdul Muttalib (RA), and Ubaidah bin Harith bin Abdul Muttalib
bin Hashim bin Abdul Manaf (RA) to fight. All the three nobles
advanced like a furious lion. Hazrat e Hamza said:

PURAICA TP SR NI Ak £
| am Hamza son of Abdul Muttalib, the lion of Allah and His
Messenger (SAWW).

In reply, Utbah said: You are very good and kind equivalent. | am
also the lion of the Hulfa and the lion of the Mutaibis. With this,
Utbah attributed himself to the Mutaibeen of the Hulfas. The
Mutaibeen have been mentioned in the reference of ‘The
Ancestors of the Holy Prophet (SAWW)'.

In short, Amir al-mu'minin (AS) was face to face with Waleed.
Hamza clashed with Sheba and Obeida to Utbah. So the
Commander of the Faithful (AS) recited this verse:

(ORI APe TN CRER P VPG [ PEdIPS P RNVd et 1 Y|
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| am the son of Abdul Muttalib and Hashim, the owners of two
pools, who fed during the year of hunger. | will fulfill my covenant
and support and protect the lineage.

So he struck Waleed on the shoulder with a sword which came
out from under his armpit. His arm was so wide and big that when
he raised it, his face was hidden from it.

It is said that he struck the severed hand on the head of Hazrat
Amir (AS) and ran towards his father Utbah. Hazrat Amir (AS)
followed him and inflicted another wound on his thigh from which
he was killed instantly.

And Hazrat Hamza (RA) and Sheba kept fighting with each other
and struck each other very hard with the sword and ran after each
other so much that the swords became useless, and the shields
broke. So they threw their swords to one side and started to
grapple with each other. When the Muslims saw this scene from a
distance, they shouted: O Ali (AS)! See, how this dog overpowers
your uncle. Hazrat Ali (AS) went to him and stood behind Hazrat
Hamzah (RA). Since Hazrat Hamzah (RA) was taller than Sheba, he
(AS) said: Uncle, lower your head. When Hazrat Hamza (RA)
lowered his head, Ali (AS) struck Sheba and cut off half of Sheba's
head and killed him.

There remained Obaidah. He approached Utbah. They were both

very brave and courageous. They suddenly attacked each other.

Obaidah attacked with a sword on Utbah's head which went

through half of his head. Similarly, Utbah drew his sword from

below. He hit Obaidah on the leg and cut off his shin. On the other

hand, when Imam Ali (AS) finished Sheba, he (AS) intended for

Utbah. There was still some life left in him. So even Utbah’s life
was taken away by Amir (AS). So Imam Ali (AS) took part in the
killing of these three. That is why Amir (AS) had said to
Mu'awiyah:

& -~ o ” 1// s S ,1 .ﬁ 3 8 7
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O Mu'awiyah! | still have the sword that | used to cut off your
brother, your uncle and your grandfather on the day of Badr.

So Hazrat Ali (AS) along with Hazrat Hamza (RA) carried Hazrat
Ubaidah (RA) and brought him in the service of the Holy Prophet
(SAWW). The Prophet (SAWW) placed his head on his knee and
wept so much that his tears began to flow on Obaidah's face. The
flesh of Obaidah's shin was hanging. On their return from Badr, he
died at the place of Ruha'i or Safra and was buried there. Obaidah
was ten years older than the Holy Prophet (SAWW). God revealed
this verse regarding six people, who had fought in pairs with each
other:
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These are two enemies who used to quarrel with each other for
the sake of Allah - so those who disbelieved, garments of fire
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were prepared for them, and hot water was poured over their
heads.

In short, the killing of these three people caused terror in the
hearts of the infidels. Abu Jahl incited the infidels to war and
Satan in the form of Saragah bin Malik said to the Quraysh:

“I am your neighbor. Give me your alam (flag)”. So he waved the
flag of Maysara (left wing) and started running in front of the
army and strengthened the hearts of the disbelievers in the
battle. On the other hand, the Holy Prophet (SAWW) said to his
companions:

Lower your gaze and grit your teeth.

»
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And seeing the scarcity of his (SAWW) companions, he (SAWW)
reached out to Allah and sought help from Allah Almighty. So
Allah Almighty sent down angels to help them. He said: And Allah
helped you in Badr when you were weak. So fear Allah. Perhaps
you will be grateful. Remember when you were saying to the
believers, Is it not enough for you that God may help you by
sending down three thousand angels? Surely, if you are patient
and pious. And as soon as the enemies begin to attack you, Allah
will help you with five thousand angels of bravery.1

When the devil's sight fell on Gabriel (AS) and he saw the ranks of
the angels, he threw away his flag and ran away. Manbah ibn
Hajjaj grabbed his collar and said: “O Saragah! Where are you
running; What a wrong thing you are doing right now and
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breaking our army”. Iblis hit his chest and said: “Get away from
me. You do not see what | see”. God says:

2
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When the two groups came face to face, he ran backwards and
said: ‘I am disgusted with you, | see what you do not see, and |
fear Allah that He is severe in punishment’.

Hazrat Asadullah Al-Ghalib Ali ibn Abi Talib (AS) attacked all sides
like a furious lion and drove the infantry and cavalry to the ground
till he (AS) killed thirty-six brave men from the enemy. It is
narrated from Hazrat Abu Ja'far Imam Muhammad Bagqir (AS) that
Amir ul Momineen (AS) said:

| am amazed at the Quraysh that they have seen my battle with
Waleed bin Utbah and they saw that with a single blow both eyes
of Hanzala bin Abu Sufyan came out; so how dare they fight me.2

In summary, seventy of the brave and valiant men of the Quraysh
were killed, including Utbah and Shaybah, Walid ibn Utbah,
Hanzala ibn Abu Sufyan, Ta'ima ibn Udai, Aas ibn Sa'id, Nawfal ibn
Khuwaylid and Abu Jahl. When Abu Jahl's head was brought to the
service of the Prophet (SAWW), he (SAWW) prostrated in
thanksgiving to Allah. So the disbelievers were defeated and the
Muslims chased them and imprisoned seventy of their men. This
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incident took place on the 17th of Ramadan. Nadhr ibn Harith and
Aqaba ibn Abi Mu'ayt were also among the prisoners. The Holy
Prophet (SAWW) ordered the killing of both of them. Both were
his worst enemies. Agaba is the same person who spat on the
face of Hazrat Muhammad (SAWW) to please Umayya bin Khalaf.

In the year 2 AH, fifteenth of the month of Shawwal, while twenty
months had passed since the Hijrah (migration), the battle of Bani
Qaynuga took place. Bani Qaynuga was a group of Jews of
Medinah. It should be noted that after the migration (Hijrat),
there were three types of infidels against the Holy Prophet
(SAWW). One was the one with whom the Prophet (SAWW) took
a vow that they would not fight the Prophet (SAWW) and would
not help his (SAWW) enemies. These were the Bani Qurayzah, and
the Bani Qainga Jewish tribes. The second type was the
disbelievers who fought against the Prophet (SAWW) and were
hostile to the Prophet (SAWW). These were the disbelievers of the
Quraysh. The third type was the people who did not care much
about him (SAWW). They were waiting to see what would happen
to him (SAWW). These were ordinary Arab tribes. But some of
them inwardly wanted his (SAWW) victory and help (wanted him
to emerge as the Prophet of the Worlds). For example, the case of
the Khuza'ah tribe. While some others were the opposite. For
example, the Bani Bakr and some people who were apparently
with him (SAWW) and inwardly with his enemies. Like the
hypocrites and the Jews, whose three groups betrayed. And the
first to break the treaty, were the Bani Qainqga'.

The reason for this was that a Muslim woman was sitting in front
of a jeweler's shop in the bazaar of Bani Qainga'. The jeweler or
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another Jew, as a mockery, tore her shirt from behind and tied it
lightly. Unbeknownst to her, when she stood up, she was naked
and the Jews laughed. The woman cried out. When a Muslim saw
this, he killed this Jew because of this ugly act. Jews gathered
from all sides and martyred this Muslim.1

When the Prophet (SAWW) heard of this incident, he (SAWW)
called the elders of the Jews and said, "Why did you break the
covenant and go against it? Fear God and you should fear that
whatever calamity befalls the Quraysh may befall you. And
believe in my message because you know that what | say is true”.
They said: “O" Muhammad (SAWW)! Do not frighten us. And do
not be overjoyed due to overpowering the Quraysh and their
defeat. Because you have fought against people who did not
know the rules of war and if you are confronted with us, you will
find out the methods of war.” Saying this, they stood up and left
after clearing their lap. At that time Gabriel (AS) descended with
the following verse:
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And if there is a danger of betrayal or disobedience from any
nation, then throw away their oath to them. Allah does not like
traitors.

So he (SAWW) appointed Abu Lababa as his deputy in Medinah
and entrusted the flag to Hazrat Hamza (RA) and prepared an
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army and marched towards them. The Jewish group did not have
the strength to compete. They took refuge in their forts and
fortresses and remained besieged for fifteen days until they
became exhausted, and fear settled in their hearts. They were
forced to come out of their siege and bow before the command of
God. So they opened the gates of the forts and came out. The
Prophet (SAWW) ordered Muntarban Qudama Salma to tie their
hands behind their backs. He had a heartfelt intention to Kkill
them. They were seven hundred fighters. Abdullah ibn Ubayy,
who was a hypocrite among the Muslims, begged him (SAWW) to
do them a favor. He insisted so much that the Prophet (SAWW)
forgave them from shedding their blood. But they were deported
by the order of the Holy Prophet (SAWW). Their wealth,
fortifications and possessions remained there and they moved to
the Syrian city of Daraa.

Also, in the month of Shawwal, 2 AH, the battle of Qargar al-Qudr
took place, which is Bani Sulaym, a place of water some distance
away (3 manzil) from Medinah. The reason for this war was that
the Prophet (SAWW) heard that Bani Sulaym and the Bani
Ghatfan, after consultation, had decided that they will attack
Medinah in the night in exchange for the blood of the Quraysh. So
he (SAWW) gave the flag of the army to Amir al-mu'minin (AS)
and he (SAWW) reached there in two days with two hundred
companions. Before he (SAWW) reached there, they had left and
none of them was found there. The Holy Prophet (SAWW)
returned back. Some historians mention this war in the third year
of the Hijrah (migration). The holy battle (Ghazva) of Sawaiq took
place in the last decade of month of Dhikad in the year 2 AH or in
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Dhi Al-Hajj. The reason was that Abu Sufyan had vowed after the
battle of Badr that he would not approach any woman and would
not anoint himself, unless he takes revenge from Mustafa
(SAWW) and his companions. So he went with two hundred men
from Makkah to Arid, which is on the outskirts of Medinah, where
he captured and killed an Ansari named Ma'bad bin Amr and one
of his men. He lit a couple of houses and a few palm trees and
believed that he had fulfilled his vow. So he went back
immediately. When this news reached Hazrat Muhammad
Mustafa (SAWW), he (SAWW) made Abu Lababa his deputy and
followed Abu Sufyan with two hundred Muhajirs (migrants of
Makkah) and Ansar (helpers of Medinah). When Abu Sufyan heard
that the Holy Prophet (SAWW) was galloping with the army, he
became frightened and ordered his army to throw away the sacks
of barley flour which they had as a means of food for travel, to
make it easier for them to flee. The Muslims followed them and
they picked up the bags. So it is called Ghazva (holy battle) of
Suwaiq (Barley is called Suwaiq in Arabic). So the Messenger of
Allah (SAWW) followed them to Qargar al-Qadr. When they could
not be found, they returned to Medinah. The duration of this war
lasted for five days. According to some scholars this incident took
place in the third year of the Hijrah. According to a saying, Imam
Hassan (AS) was born in 2 AH while many historians have
proposed the third year.
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Events of the third year of migration (Hijri)

The Battle of Ghatfan

The Battle of Ghatfan took place in the year 3 AH. It is also called
the Battle of Dhi Amr and the Battle of Anmar. It is a place in the
region of Najd. The reason for this war was that the Holy Prophet
(SAWW) learnt that Bani Tha'labah and Bani Muharib had
gathered in the place of Dhi-Amr to pillage the outskirts of
Medinah and take booty. The son of Harith whose name was
Dathur, was their chief. So the Holy Prophet (SAWW) rushed to
Dhi-Amr with four and a half thousand people. Dathur fled with
his men to the hill. So none of them was found, except a man who
was from Bani Tha'labah. The Muslims arrested him and brought
him to the service of the Holy Prophet (SAWW). When Hazrat
Muhammad (SAWW) presented Islam to him, he converted to
Islam. Meanwhile, it rained so fiercely that the bodies and clothes
of the soldiers were drenched. People scattered everywhere and
took care of their belongings. The Prophet (SAWW) took off his
clothes and squeezed it and put it on the branches of a tree and
lied down under it. Suddenly, Dathur came to the Holy Prophet
(SAWW) with a sword, intending to kill him (SAWW). He said: “O’
Muhammad (SAWW)! Who can save you from me today?” The
Prophet (SAWW) said calmly: “My Allah.” Immediately Gabriel
(AS) struck him and the sword fell from his hand and he fell flat on
the floor. The Prophet (SAWW) picked up the sword and stood
beside him and said: "Now who will save you from me?" He said,
“Nobody. | have learnt that you are a Prophet.” So he declared
verbally the 3 testimonies (shahadaten). He (SAWW) handed back
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his sword to him. He went to his people and invited them to
Islam. God Almighty revealed this verse on this occasion:
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Believers! Remember the blessing of Allah that when a people
intended to invade you, Allah prevented their hands from
reaching you, and be careful of (your duty to) Allah that the
believers put their trust in Allah.

So the Holy Prophet (SAWW) returned to Medinah. The duration
of this journey was twenty-one days. According to a statement, in
3 AH, Ka'b ibn Ashraf, a Jew, was killed on the 8th of Rabi al-
Awwal. He was such a person that he harmed the Muslims as
much as he could. He had also committed blasphemy against the
Holy Prophet (SAWW).

The Battle of the Crisis (Ghazva e Buhran) took place in the year 3
AH. It is a place on the outskirts of Fur’a. Fur’a is a place on the
outskirts of Rabdah. The reason for this battle was that the Holy
Prophet (SAWW) was told that a group of Bani Sulaym had
gathered, and they wanted to hatch a plot. He (SAWW) advanced
towards them with three hundred men. The Bani Sulaym
dispersed in their area. So he (SAWW) returned without
encountering the enemy.
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Imam Hussain (AS) was born in the year 3 AH in Medinah. And in the
same year he (SAWW) married Hafsa in the month of Sha'ban and
Zainab bint Khuzima in the month of Ramadhan.

The holy Battle (Ghazva) of Uhud

The holy battle of Uhud took place in the month of Shawwal in
the year 3 AH. Uhud is a famous mountain about 15 kilometers (1
farsakh) from Medinah. The reason for the battle was because the
Quraysh were very upset after the Battle of Badr and their hearts
were full of hatred against the Muslims. They kept on preparing
armies; until providing an army of five thousand, which consisted
of three thousand camels and two hundred horses. So they
marched towards Medinah with the intention of fighting the Holy
Prophet (SAWW). They brought with them a group of women,
who would mourn in the army and weep over their dead, so that
their hatred and resentment would be aroused and vengeance
flared in their hearts. On the other hand, once the Holy Prophet
(SAWW) came to know about it, he (SAWW) too prepared for the
war and came to Uhud with his army. He chose a place for the
battle and lined up the army. He placed the army in such a way
that Mount Uhud was on the back and Jabal (mount) Ainin on the
left while Medinah in front. Because there was a crack in the
Ainin, the enemy could attack from there if they wanted to.
Abdullah ibn Jubayr was stationed there with fifty archers to
prevent the enemy from passing through this gap; and said:

If you see that we have been victorious in the battle, even if we
have admitted them to Makkah, still do not move from this place.
And if you see that we have been defeated in the battle until they
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have retreated us to Medinah, even then you should not move
from here and stick to this place. 1

When the Muslim army had straightened its ranks, he delivered a
sermon to them:

“O people! | enjoin what Allah has enjoined on me in His Book,
that act in obedience to Allah and that the prohibited should be
forbidden.” (until the Messenger of Allah said:) “Allah has clearly
stated what is made lawful and what is unlawful for you. But
there are suspicions (mushtabehat) between the two that many
do not know. But he whom God saves. Whoever forbids them has
preserved his honor and religion. And whoever is caught in them,
he is like a man who is grazing his cattle near a field, and they are
about to enter it. There is no king who has not declared a safe
place. Remember, the place where God wants to keep people safe
is from His prohibited (mahremat). And the relation of one
believer to another believer is the same as that of the head to the
body. When it (the head) aches, the whole body cries out.
Wassalam u alaikum.” 2

From there the polytheists lined up and Khalid bin Waleed took
the right-hand-side battalion (memina) with five hundred men.
Ilkrimah ibn Abu Jahl was at left-hand-side battalion (Maysara)
with five hundred men. Safwan ibn Umayyah became the
commander of the cavalry with Amro bin Aas. Abdullah bin Rabia
was the leader of the archers. There were one hundred archers.
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The camel on which the Hubble idol was loaded was in front of
them. The women were behind the army. The flag of the army
was given to Talha bin Abi Talha.

The Holy Prophet (SAWW) asked, "Who is the flag bearer?" It was
told that the flag-bearer is from the tribesman of Bin Abdul Dar.
He (SAWW) said: “We are entitled to be more faithful”. So he
(SAWW) called Mus'ab ibn 'Umayr, one of the tribesman from
Bani' Abd al-Dar, and gave him the flag. Musab took the flag and
remained in front of Hazrat (SAWW). So Talha ibn Abi Talha, who
was the ram of the army (Kabash-e-Katiba) and was carrying the
flag of the polytheists, raised his horse and sought to fight. No one
dared to compete with him. Amir al-mu'minin (AS), like a lion,
came forward with a sword and recited Rajz (heroical poetry).
Talha said: “O’ Qas’em! (those who break the backs of the brave) |
knew that no one would come against me except you”. So he
attacked Imam Ali (AS) and put his sword on him (AS). So Hazrat
Ali (AS) stopped his attack with a shield. Then a sword from Imam
(AS) struck him so hard that his brain came out of his head and he
fell to the ground. He became naked himself. And sought refuge
with Imam Ali (AS). Imam (AS) went back.

The Messenger of God (SAWW) was pleased with his murder. The
Holy Prophet (SAWW) raised Takbir (Greatness of Allah) and the
Muslims also raised the voice of Takbir. After Talha, his brother
Musab carried the flag. Amir al-mu'minin (AS) also killed him.
Then every single person of Bani Abdul Dar took the flag and was
killed, until there was not a single person left from Bani Abdul Dar
who could carry the flag. A slave of this tribe named Sawab picked
up this flag. Amir al-mu'minin (AS) also attached him to the
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previous ones. Tradition has it that this slave was an Abyssinian
and his body was like a dome. At that moment, he was foaming at
the mouth (green with anger) and his eyes were blood-red. He
would say ‘I would not kill anyone but Muhammad in exchange
for my chiefs’. The Muslims were afraid of him and no one dared
to face him. Amir al-mu'minin (AS) struck him and tore him from
the waist in such a way that his upper torso was separated and his
lower part was left standing. The Muslims would see it and laugh.
The Muslims thus attacked and dispersed the disbelievers. And
they were defeated. Each of the polytheists ran to one side and
the camel that carried Hubble idol fell. And along with it, Hubble
also fell face down. So the Muslims became engaged in collecting
the booty.

The archers who were at the crack of the mountain, when they
saw that the Muslims were engaged in looting, left their place in
greed for booty. Abdullah bin Jubair forbade them to do so. But
they didn’t listen. In order to loot, they intended an enemy camp.
Abdullah was left there with less than ten people. Khalid bin
Walid, along with Ikrimah ibn Abu Jahl, attacked Abdullah from an
ambush with two hundred men. Abdullah was martyred along
with a handful of his comrades, and from there they attacked the
Muslims from behind. The flag of the polytheists was risen again.
When the fugitives saw their flag, they returned to their ranks.
Satan came out in the form of Ju'ail bin Saragah and began to call

out:
Be aware that Muhammad was killed. (God | ... _,  «
forbid) SB35 O
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This horrifying news spread terror among the Muslims, and they
started killing each other. Even Hudhayfah's father Yaman was
killed by the Muslims themselves and they fled leaving the
Messenger of God (SAWW). Amir al-mu'minin (AS) was fighting in
front of the Prophet (SAWW) and whichever side the enemy tried
to attack the Prophet (SAWW), he (AS) would become the shield
of the Prophet (SAWW) and would keep the enemy away from the
Prophet (SAWW). Ninety wounds were inflicted on his (AS) head,
face, chest, abdomen, hands and feet. People heard the preacher
shouting from heaven:
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There is no sword except Zulfigar and there is no youth except Ali.

Gabriel (AS) asked the Prophet (SAWW):
odse UELalslabl 535

O’ Messenger of Allah (SAWW)! This is the kindness and
generosity that Ali (AS) is revealing.

The Prophet (SAWW) said:

(Why not) Ali (AS) is from me and | am from him.

Gabriel (AS) said:
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And | am from both of you.

In short, Abdullah ibn Qamiyah, who was one of the polytheists,
took the sword and proceeded with the intention of martyring the
Holy Prophet (SAWW). Since Musab ibn Umayr was a flag-bearer
of the army of the Prophet (SAWW), first, he attacked Musab and
cut off his right arm. Musab grabbed the flag in his left hand. He
penned Musab's left arm too. Then he inflicted another wound
from which Musab was martyred and the flag fell. But an angel
(AS) came in the form of Musab and he raised the flag. After the
martyrdom of Musab, Ibn Qamayyah took many stones and threw
them at Hazrat (SAWW). Suddenly a stone hit him (SAWW) on the
forehead. His forehead was opened and many rings of the helm
(the iron cap of war) pricked into his forehead and blood began to
flow on his (SAWW) face. He (SAWW) used to wipe this blood so
that it would not fall on the earth and no torment would come
down from the sky. He (SAWW) would say:
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How can a nation prosper and attain salvation who has wounded
their prophet when he calls them to God?
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And 'Utbah ibn Abi Waqqgas struck another stone on the lips and
teeth of the Prophet (SAWW) and someone struck him (SAWW)
with the sword, but since he was wearing two pieces of armor,
the strikes were not successful. It is said that at that time seventy
wounds were inflicted on him (SAWW) by the sword, but God
protected him (SAWW). Despite this hardship, this manifestation
of mercy (SAWW) did not curse this nation, but said:
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O’ God! Forgive my people they do not know.

In the same battle, Wehshi (savage), who was the slave of Jubayr
ibn Mut'am, sat in the ambush of Hazrat Hamza ibn Abdul
Muttalib (RA). When he (RA) was attacking like an angry lion and
fighting the infidels, he threw a spear at him (RA) which struck to
his body and pierced through. This wound bent his back and he
fell to the ground and became a martyr. So Wehshi came near
him (RA) and tore his chest and took out his liver and took it to
the wife of Abu Sufyan, Hind. She wanted to chew it. But when
she put it in her mouth, God made it hard so that Hamza's body
parts could not be gulped by the infidel. She was forced to throw
it away. That is why she became famous ‘Hind Jigar khowr’ (liver-
chewer). She gifted all her ornaments to Wehshi (the slave) and
came upon the body of Hazrat Hamza (RA) herself. She cut off his
ears and other parts of the body to take them to Makkah. The rest
of the women also came to the battlefield under her direction,
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and they made a mockery of the rest of the martyrs (cutting off
their limbs). Cut someone's nose, slit someone's stomach, and
made the cut ingredients into pro-curling in a thread. Abu Sufyan
came to the body of Hazrat e Hamza and stuck the tip of his spear
in his (RA) mouth and said: “O aaq! (disobedient) taste this
pain”.1

When Hulais bin Algamah saw him, he cried out: “O children of
Canaan, come and see what this man who claims to be the elder
of the Quraysh is doing to his slain cousin”. Abu Sufyan was
embarrassed and said, "I have made this mistake. Keep it a
secret."

In any case, seventy of the Companions of the Prophet were
martyred in this battle which is equal to the number of Quraysh
men who were taken captive, instead of being killed in the battle
of Badr by the Muslims and later released against ransom.

However, when the news of the martyrdom of the Messenger of
God (SAWW) spread in Medinah, fourteen women of the Ahl al-
Bayt and their loved ones left Medinah and reached the
battlefield. First of all, Hazrat Fatima (SA) saw her father injured
and hugged him and cried a lot. There were tears in the eyes of
the Holy Prophet (SAWW) as well. Amir al-mu'minin (AS) brought
water in his shield and Hazrat Fatima (SA) washed the blood off
the head and face of the Prophet (SAWW). Since the bleeding
won’t stop, burnt a corner of a bamboo mat and applied its ash on
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the wounds. The Holy Prophet (SAWW) smoked these wounds
with rotten bones until the scars disappeared.

Ali ibn Ibrahim Qami narrated that when the war stopped, the
Holy Prophet (SAWW) said: “Who will tell us about Hamza's
condition?” Harith ibn Sama said: “| know the place where he was
killed.” When Harith reached this place and saw Hamza's (RA)
condition, he did not want to inform the Messenger of Allah
(SAWW). The Messenger of Allah (SAWW) said to Amir (AS): “Ali!
Find your uncle”. Hazrat Amir (AS) stood by Hazrat Hamza (RA)
and he (AS) also could not convey this horrible news of the effect
to Sayyid al-Bashar (SAWW). So the Messenger of Allah (SAWW)
himself went in search of Hazrat e Hamza (RA). When he (SAWW)
saw Hamza (RA) in this state, he began to wail and said:

Swear to God! | have never stood in a place where | was angrier
than this place. If God gives me victory over the Quraysh, | will
make seventy of them like Hamza and cut off their limbs. So
Gabriel (AS) came down with this verse:
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And if you wish to take revenge, then take revenge as much as
you have been wronged. And if you are patient, it is better for the
patient.

He (SAWW) said: “I will be patient and | will not take revenge”. So
the Prophet (SAWW) put the veil of berd e Yemeni that was on his
blessed body, on Hazrat e Hamza (RA). That veil did not fit on the
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body of Hazrat e Hamza (RA). So he (SAWW) covered his (RA)
head and put grass on his feet, and said:

If | had not feared that the women of the family of 'Abd al-
Muttalib would have been miserable, | would have let Hamza like
this, and the beasts of the desert and the birds would have eaten
his flesh. On the Day of Judgment (Qayamat), Hamza would have
resurrected from the stomachs of these beasts. (Because the
more trouble there is, the greater the reward (thawab)).1

So, he (SAWW) ordered that the slain be gathered, their funeral
prayers be offered and then be buried. He (SAWW) said seventy
takbeers (Greatness of God) to Hazrat e Hamza (RA) in his
prayers.2

And some say that the Prophet (SAWW) said: Hamza's body
should be buried in a grave with his nephew 'Abdullah bin Jahsh.
And' Abdullah bin 'Amro bin Heraam (who was the father of
Hazrat Jabir) with Amro ibn Jumu'h buried in a grave. And so the
person with whom he was acquainted was buried in single graves
as two or three together. And those who used to recite more of
the Qur'an, their corpses were kept close to each other. They
buried the martyrs in their clothes which were covered in blood.
The Prophet (SAWW) said: Wrap them in their clothes and blood,
for he who is wounded in the way of God will come on the Day of
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Resurrection in such a state that the color of his blood will be like
blood, but it will smell of musk and amber.1

But there is a hadith (tradition) that he (SAWW) shrouded Hazrat
e Hamza (RA), because the infidels had stripped him naked. There
is a tradition that the tomb of Abdullah and Amro was at the place
of flooding. Once the flood came and it washed away their grave.
People saw Abdullah with his hand on the wound. When the hand
was removed, the wound began to bleed. The hand was forcibly
placed back on the wound. "Twenty-six years later, | found my
father unmarked (fresh) in the grave. It seemed as if he is
sleeping. The leaves of Harmal (Asfand) that people had put on his
shin were just as fresh," said Jaber.

However, when the Holy Prophet (SAWW) finished burying the
martyrs, he left for Medinah. The men and women from the tribes
that he (SAWW) passed by, would come out and thank God for his
(SAWW) safety and would not think of their victims.

Kabisha, Sa'd ibn Mu'adh's mother approached him (SAWW). At
that time her son Sa'd was holding the reins of the Prophet's
horse. Sa'd said: “O’ Messenger of Allah (SAWW)! My mother
wants to appear in your service.” Hazrat (SAWW) said,
“Welcome”. When Kabisha approached, the Messenger of God
(SAWW) offered his (SAWW) condolences for her son Amro ibn
Mu'adh. She said: “O Messenger of Allah (SAWW)! When | have
seen the Prophet (SAWW) safe and sound, no trouble or suffering
befalls me”. So the Prophet (SAWW) prayed that the sorrow and
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grief of the rest of them would be removed and that God would
reward them for their misery. And he said to Sa'd, "Tell the
wounded of your people not to come along with me anymore and
go back to their homes to heal their wounds." So Sa'd told the
wounded, who were thirty people, to leave and Sa'd himself left
after reaching his (SAWW) honorable house. At that time, there
would be hardly any house from which the sound of weeping and
wailing would not be heard except in the house of Hazrat e Hamza
(RA). Tears came to the eyes of the Holy Prophet (SAWW) and he
said:

/ej;,ji Ajé/\; '\"’35-1339

There are those who weep over other martyrs of Uhud, but today
there is no one who weeps over Hamza.

When Sa'd ibn Mu'adh and Aseed ibn Hudhair heard this, they
told the women of the Ansar not to weep for their victims at that
moment. First go and join Hazrat Fatima (SA) to weep for Hazrat
Hamza (RA), and then weep for their own martyrs. This is what
those women did. When the Prophet (SAWW) heard their cries
and wailing, he said: “Go back, may Allah have mercy on you. You
showed compassion”. From that day onwards, it was customary
for the people of Medinah to mourn for Hamza (RA) first and then
for their own misfortune.

The virtues of Hazrat e Hamza (RA) are many and the poets have
recited many of his obituaries (marsiya) and | have referred to him
in the book Kitab Kahl al-Basr Fi Sirat Sayyid al-Bashar. The virtues
of Ziyarat of Hazrat Hamza (RA) and other martyrs of the battle of
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Uhud have been mentioned in Mafatihul Jinnan. There is no more
room in this book.

This incident took place on 15th of the month of Shawwal in the
year 3 AH. While some say that on Thursday the 5th of Shawwal,
the Quraysh came to Uhud. And the battle took place on

Saturday. God knows the best. me,

The holy battle (Ghazva) of Hamra al-Assad

This is a place from where Medinah is eight miles away. The gist of
this incident is that the Prophet (SAWW), considering that the
Quraysh should not return and attack Medinah, ordered Bilal (RA)
to call out that it is the interpretations of God the Almighty that
those who were present at the battle of Uhud and they are
wounded, they go out in search of the enemy. So the
Companions, leaving the treatment and healing, headed for the
war with their wounds. Hazrat Amir-ul-Momineen (AS) was
handed over the flag of the army. However, historically, when
Hazrat Amir al-mu'minin (AS) returned from the battle of Uhud,
there were eighty (80) wounds on his blessed body in which the
fatila (thread measuring the depth of the wound) would enter. He
(AS) was lying on a piece of leather. When the Holy Prophet
(SAWW) saw him (AS), he (SAWW) began to weep. So they
pursued the enemy to the place of Hamra al-Asad, stayed there
for a few days and returned. On return, they captured Mu'awiyah
bin Mughira Umayyad and Abu ‘Uzza Jahmi and brought them to
Medinah. The Prophet (SAWW) ordered the killing of Abu 'Uzza
because when he was taken prisoner in the battle of Badr, he
vowed never to fight the Muslims again. This time too he begged
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the Prophet (SAWW) to let him go. The Holy Prophet (SAWW)
said:
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A believer does not get stung twice from the same burrow.

He (SAWW) just had him killed.

Events of the fourth year of Hijri
(migration)

In that year, Amir bin Malik bin Ja'far, whose surname was Abu
Bara'a and whose title was Mu'alab al-Asna (the one who played
with spears), who was the ruler of the tribe of Bani Amir bin
Sa'sa’, traveled from Najd to Medinah and served the Prophet
(SAWW). He (SAWW) presented Islam to him. He said, "l have no
fear in swearing allegiance to you and following you, but my
people are large in numbers." It is better for a group of Muslims
to join me so that they invite people to swear allegiance to you
and follow”. He (SAWW) said: “l do not consider safety from the
people of Najd. | am afraid that they will harm them”. Amir said,
"These people will be safe with me. No one can hurt them”.

So the Prophet (SAWW) chose seventy, or according to another
saying forty of his companions, among whom were Mundhir bin
'"Amro, Heram bin Mulhan and his brother Sulaym, Harith bin
Sama, Amir bin Faheer, Nafi' bin Badil bin Warqga al-Khuza'i. Amro
bin Umayyah Zamri and others who were the great Companions,
Reciters of Qur'an and worshiper and pious - those who collected
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firewood during the day and sold it and bought food for the
companions of Safa for their price and spent the nights in prayer,
reciting the Holy Qur'an and worshiping. So, in this manner, he
made Mundhir bin Amro, the leader and wrote a letter to the
elders of Najd and the tribe of Bani Amir to accept the teachings
and rules of the sent messengers.

They traveled to Beir Ma'una, a water-well near Najd in the area
of Bani Amir and Hara Bani Saleem. So they declared this place as
their camp. And handed over their camels to Amr bin Umayyah
and another Ansari; and according to a saying, to Harith bin Sama,
so that they could graze them. At that time they gave the letter of
the Prophet (SAWW) to Heram bin Mulhan so that he could take it
to Amir bin Tufayl bin Malik Amiri who was the nephew of Amir
bin Malik, and hand it over to Amir among the tribe. Amir did not
accept. And one statement is that he took the letter and threw it
away. When Heram saw this, he cried out: “O people! Is it safe for
me to convey the message of the Prophet (SAWW)?” He had not
yet finished his speech when a man came from behind and
stabbed him with a spear which pierced out from the other side of

his body. Heram said: =20 O ..-:«/ By the Lord of the Ka'bah, |

succeeded.

At that time Amir ibn Tufayl gathered the tribes of Sulaym, Asiya,
Ra'l and Zakwan. Amir bin Tufayl with his army reached Beer
Ma'una and attacked the Muslims and killed them all. Except for
Ka'b ibn Zayd because he had fallen after badly wounded in this
battle. The disbelievers thought that he had been killed, so they
left him there. But he escaped and was martyred in the trench
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warfare (Ghazva e Khandaq) and captured Amro bin Umayyah.
Amir did not kill Amro, believing that he belonged to the Madhar
tribe. He said that it was obligatory on my mother to free a slave.
So he cut off Amro's forehead hair and set him free in exchange
for his mother's vow. Amro took the road to Medinah. When he
reached the area of Qargarah, he found two men from the tribe
of Bani Amir who were under the Amaan (safety) of the
Messenger of God (SAWW). But Amro did not know. When they
fell asleep, he killed the two Amiris in exchange for the blood of
his comrades. When he came to Medinah and told this news to
the Prophet, he (SAWW) said: “They were in my safety. Their diyat
(blood-money) will have to be paid”.

The Messenger of God (SAWW) was deeply saddened by the
martyrdom of the martyrs of Beer Ma'una. It is said that for a
month or forty days he used to curse the tribes of Ra'l, Dhakwan
and 'Asiyah and also added the tribe of Bani Lahyan and' Azl
Wagqara with them. Because Sufyan bin Khalid Hudhali Lahyani
had sent a group of Muslims to Medinah by trickery. They came to
Medinah and showed conversion to Islam, and took with them
ten of the great Companions, such as As’im bin Thabit, Murshid
bin Abi Murshid, Khabib bin 'Adi, and seven others, to teach
Shari'ah among the tribes. When they reached the area of Raji,
which is the place of Bani Hudhail's water, they surrounded them
and killed seven of them and provided safety for the other three.
And then betrayed them too. Eventually they too were killed. This
battle is called Siriya Raji. However, Hassan bin Thabit and Ka'b
bin Malik recited poems about the breach of the covenant of Abu
Bara’. Abu Bara’ was so saddened that he died of the same grief.
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Amir bin Tufayl, due to the curse of Hazrat (SAWW), developed a

gland like that of a camel, in the house of his wife Cellulia, from
which he died.

The holy battle (Ghazva) of Bani Nudhair

Also, in the year 4 AH, the battle of Bani Nudhair took place. It
should be noted that the Jews of Bani Nudhair were a thousand
men and the Jews of Bani Qurayzah were seven hundred. Since
the Bani Nudhair were those who were swearing with Abdullah
Ibn Ubayy, the hypocrite, they had full power. So they used to
abuse Bani Qurayzah. As they had promised and sealed that if a
person of the tribe of Bani Qurayzah kills someone from Bani
Nudhair, those who demand his blood-money would take the full
blood-money (diyat). And will also kill the killer. And if a person of
Bani Nudhair kills someone from Bani Qurayzah, they will put tar
on the face of the killer and ride him on a donkey and take half of
blood-money (diyat). All of them lived in Medinah and were under
the safety (amaan) of the Messenger of God (SAWW) on the
condition that they would not incite their enemies against the
Messenger of God (SAWW) and would not support the opponents
of religion (Islam).

Meanwhile a man from Bani Qurayzah killed a man from Bani
Nudhair. The heirs of the deceased wanted to kill the killer as per
the terms of the agreement and also demand the blood-money.
At that time, as Islam had gained strength and the Jews were
weak, the Bani Qurayzah broke their treaty and said that this
treaty was not in accordance with the Torah. If you want, take the
revenge. Otherwise you will get the blood-money. Eventually the

matter came to a point where the Holy Prophet (SAWW) had to
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decide between them. When this case was brought to him
(SAWW), he (SAWW) terminated the treaty which was not in
accordance with the Torah and his (SAWW) order came into force
as the Bani Qurayzah had said. This enraged the Bani Nudhair
tribe and they decided that they would betray the Muslims when
the opportunity arose. Till the moment arrived when the incident
of Amro bin Umayyah killing the two Amiris who were under the
safety of the Holy Prophet (SAWW), happened. The Prophet
(SAWW) went to their fort with the intention of collecting the
blood-money of these two people from Bani Nudhair or seeking
their help. The Jews began to say, "We are here to do as you
(SAWW) command. But we request you to visit our fort and be
our guest today”. The Prophet (SAWW) did not consider it
appropriate to enter the fort, but he dismounted and sat with his
back to the fort. The Jews began to say that Muhammad (SAWW)
could never have come into our hands more easily. Let a man go
over the fort and from there throw a stone on his head and save
us from his troubles. Immediately Gabriel (AS) informed the
Messenger of Allah (saww) of their plan. The Prophet (SAWW) got
up from his seat and left for Medinah. When he (SAWW) came to
Medinah, he said to Muhammad bin Muslimah, "Go to the Bani
Nudhair and tell them that you have betrayed us and broken your
agreement. So get out of my city. If after ten days one of you
appears here, he will be killed”. The Jews were about to leave
when Abdullah bin Ubayy sent them a message saying, "You are
my sworn companions (sworn together). Absolutely do not go out
of your houses. Strengthen your defenses. | am here to help you
with two thousand men of my nation. If you fight, we will fight,
and if have to depart, we will depart together”.
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Allah says about it:

Have you not seen the hypocrites who say to their brethren, the
unbelieving people-of-the-book: If you are expelled, we will surely
go out with you. And we will never listen to anyone about you.
And if war is waged against you, we will surely help you. But Allah
bears witness that these people are absolutely liars.1

The Jews began to fortify their fortresses and sent a message to
the Holy Prophet (SAWW): Do whatever you have to do. We do
not go out of our homes. When this message reached Hazrat
(SAWW), he (SAWW) said Takbir. The companions also raised the
slogan of Takbir. So he (SAWW) gave the flag of the army to
Hazrat Amir al-mu'minin (AS) and sent him (AS) forward and he
(SAWW) himself quickly followed him (AS) to reach the Bani
Nudhair and offered the Asr prayer there and besieged them.
Abdullah bin Ubayy withdrew his support for them.
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Like the devil who tells man to disbelieve. And when he
disbelieves, he says: | am free from you, surely | fear the Lord of
the worlds.

The Jews endured the siege for fifteen days. Hazrat (SAWW)
ordered to uproot their palm trees including their roots. Except
for a type of palm called Ajwa. It is said that the reason for this
order was that the Jews should be disheartened to stay in this
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area. When things got tough on the Jews, they were forced into
exile and sent a message: Order us to leave with our belongings.
The Prophet (SAWW) said: | will not allow you to carry more than
your camels can carry. They did not agree. But after a few days
they agreed. The Prophet (SAWW) said: Because you were
stubborn earlier - leave everything you have now. The Jews were
frightened and realized that it would be difficult to save their lives
and agreed upon that. But in anger that these houses would be
left for the benefit of Muslims, they ruined their homes with their
own hands. God Almighty says:
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They were ruining their homes at the hands of themselves and the
believers. So, O you who have eyes, learn a lesson.

The Prophet (SAWW) ordered Muhammad bin Muslimah to bring
them and give a camel and a leather pot of water to every three
persons. It is said that they had six hundred camels. He (SAWW)
allowed them to carry as much as they could. They passed
through the bazaar of Medinah, playing the tambourine and
singing. They wanted to make it clear that they had no regrets or
fears about leaving. At that time, one group of them went to
Syria, another to Azraat and a third to Khyber. Their property
came under the control of the Holy Prophet (SAWW) to dispose
of, as he wished, and to give it to whomever he wished.

So the Prophet of Islam (SAWW) gave the Ansar the authority to
let him (SAWW) distribute this wealth among the Muhajireen
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(migrants) if they wished, and to order them (muhajireen) to
leave their (Ansaar) homes and become self-sufficient in their
work. And if not, give Ansaar, a share in this booty and maintain
their dealings with the migrants (muhajireen). Because when the
Prophet (SAWW) had migrated to Medinah, he had ordered that
every Ansaari should take a Muhajir to his house and make him a
partner in his wealth, and provide for his livelihood.

Sa'd bin Mu'adh and Sa'd bin 'Abadah humbly said: “You (SAWW)
distribute all this wealth among the poor Muhajireen. We agree
to that. And we will still keep them in our homes and consider
them as our partners in our wealth”. All the Ansar followed them.
Hazrat (SAWW) prayed for them that God have mercy on the
Ansaar, have mercy on the sons of the Ansaar and have mercy on
the grandchildren of the Ansar. And this verse was revealed in
their favor:

(And it is also for) Those who believed (sahib e eeman) and lived
in the house of migrants before the arrival of these emigrants.
They love those who have emigrated and come to them. And they
do not feel any need in their hearts for whatever is given to them.
And they prefer others over themselves, even in their place
themselves in need. The fact is that those who are saved from the
hardships of their hearts are the ones who will prosper.1

The Messenger of Allah (SAWW) distributed that wealth among
the Muhajireen (migrants) and did not give anything to anyone
except Sahl ibn Haneef and Abu Dujana among the Ansaar,
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because they were both very poor. Their wealth, agricultural
lands, the canals and wells were given to Amir al-mu'minin (AS)
and he (SAWW) dedicated them to the children of Hazrat Fatima
(SA).

Events of the fifth year of Hijri (migration)

In the year 5 AH, Hazrat Rasool-e-Khuda (SAWW) married Zainab
bin Jahsh and the verse of Hijab was revealed at the time of her
marriage.1

The holy battle (Ghazva) of Bani Mus’taliq

The Battle of Muraisi took place in the year 5 AH. Muraisi is the
name of a well where the Bani Mus’taliq used to dismount and it
was the water of the Bani Khuza'ah in the area of Qadid between
Makkah and Medinah. This battle is also called Ghazva Bani
Mus’taliq. Mus’taliq is the title of Jazima bin Saad. And it is a
branch of Khuza'ah. The chief and leader of this tribe was Harith
bin Abi Zarar. The reason for this war was that Harith ibn Abi Zarar
had joined a party to fight the Messenger of God (SAWW). When
the Holy Prophet (SAWW) received this news, he (SAWW) formed
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an army and left Medinah on Monday, the second of Sha'ban.
Among the wives, Umm Salma and Ayesha were with him. On the
way they reached a terrible valley and encamped. When part of
the night passed, Gabriel (AS) descended and said: O Messenger
of God! A group of infidel jinn has gathered in this valley and they
want to do some harm to your army if possible. So the Messenger
of God (SAWW) called Amir al-mu'minin (AS) and sent him to
fight. Amir al-mu'minin (AS) defeated them. We have already
described this event in Miracles of the Messenger of God
(SAWW), so we will not repeat it.

After that he (SAWW) reached the area of Marisa and fought with
Harris and his people. Safwan, the leader of the polytheists, was
killed by Qatadah and a man named Malik and his son were killed
by Amir al-mu'minin (AS). Harris's army fled. The Muslims
attacked him from behind and knocked ten of his men to the
ground. One of the Muslims was martyred.

However, the battle lasted for three days and a group of infidels
was killed. Some fled and others were taken prisoner. Two
hundred of their women were captured and two thousand camels
and five thousand sheep and goats were collected as booty by the
army. Among these women was Bara, the daughter of Harith bin
Abi Zarar, who came to the share of Thabit bin Qais bin Shamas.
Thabit called her a maiden in such a way that she would pay her
price and become free. Bara asked the Messenger of God (SAWW)
to help her get rid of the slavery. He (SAWW) said: | will do this,
and | will not spare anything better for you than this. She said:
What could be better? He (SAWW) said, "I will pay your dues and
then | will marry you." She said: No wealth is equal to it. He
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(SAWW) paid the installment of her property and took her from
Thabit bin Qais and named her Jaweriya and included her in his
wives.

When the Muslims came to know that Jaweriya was reserved for
the Prophet (SAWW), they said that it was not proper for the
relatives of the Prophet's wife to remain in captivity. So the
women who were in the captivity of the Muslims of Bani Mus’taliq
were released. Ayesha said, "We have never heard of this grace
being bestowed on the relatives of a woman who was given to the
loved ones of Jawariya." In short, the Messenger of God (SAWW)
stayed in this area for four days after the battle and then
returned. Abdullah Ibn Ubayy - hypocrite said:
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If we return to Medinah, the one who is more honorable will
expel the one who is more humiliated from there.

It was a sign that | am honorable and, God forbid, Holy Prophet
(SAWW) is humiliated. Zayd ibn Argam, who had not yet reached
the age of puberty, heard these phrases and came and narrated
them to the Messenger of God (SAWW). Abdullah ibn Ubayy came
to the Holy Prophet and swore, “I did not say that and Zayd lied.”
Zayd was very saddened by this and Surah Iza-ja’ akal-Munafiqun
was revealed. The truth of Zayd and the hypocrisy of lbn Ubayy
were revealed and on the return of this war the incident of Afeq
Ayesha took place.
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The holy Battle (Ghazva) of Trench (Khandaq)

In the month of Shawwal, in the year 5 AH, the battle of Khandaq
(trench) took place. It is also called the battle of the Ahzaab
(parties). Because the Quraysh had sought help from all the Arabs
and had gathered a party from each tribe. The reason for this war
was that when the Prophet (SAWW) expelled the Jews of Bani
Nudhair from Medinah, their enmity towards him (SAWW)
increased. So twenty of the great men of the Jews, such as Hayy
ibn Akhtab, Salam bin Abi Haqig, Kanana bin Rabi', Hudha bin
Qays and Abu Amir - the hypocrite monk, went to Makkah and sat
in the Ka'bah with Abu Sufyan and fifty of the Quraysh warriors.
They agreed that as long as they were alive, they would not give
up fighting Muhammad (SAWW). And they touched their chests
against the wall of the Ka'bah and swore an oath of allegiance to
strengthen the oath. The Quraysh and the Jews then sought help
from their peers. Abu Sufyan gathered an army. Then he left
Makkah with four thousand warriors. They had a thousand camels
and three hundred horses in the army. When he reached Marr al-
Zahran, two thousand men from the tribes of Aslam, Ashija,
Kanana, Fazara and Ghatfan came and joined him one after the
other. He continued receiving aid till when he reached Medinah,
ten thousand warriors had gathered with him.

When this news reached the Messenger of God (SAWW), he
(SAWW) consulted with the Companions. Salman (RA) said that in
our country, when huge troops attack a city, they dig trenches
around the city as a precaution so that the direction of the war is
one sided. Hazrat (SAWW) liked Salman's suggestion and he
(SAWW) ordered to dig a trench. Within a month, the trench had
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been dug and ten gates had been erected. The Prophet (SAWW)
ordered that a group of Muhajireen and Ansaar should guard
every gate. The siege of Medinah was fortified, giving women and
children a safe place with their belongings. All this was organized
three days before the arrival of the Quraysh.

On the other hand, Abu Sufyan called Hayy bin Akhtab and said
that it would be very good if he could divert the Jews of Bani
Qurayzah from Muhammad (SAWW). Hayy bin Akhtab came to
the gate of Ka'ab bin Asad's fort and knocked at the door. Ka'b
was the leader of the Bani Qurayzah tribe. Kaab understood that
it was Hayy and the purpose for which he had come. He did not
answer. Hayy knocked again and shouted, "O Ka'ab, open the
door. | have brought you eternal honor. The noble Quraysh and all
the tribes have united and now ten thousand warriors are
arriving”. Ka'ab said: “We have seen nothing but goodness in
Muhammad's neighborhood. We will not break his agreement for
no reason”. However, Hayy ibn Akhtab entered the fort with
deceit and evil, and softened the heart of Ka'ab. He swore that if
the Quraysh returned, he would come to their fort. He will bear
whatever misfortune befalls them. So he tore the covenant of
Muhammad (SAWW) and joint Abu Sufyan and gave him the good
news of breaking the covenant. Since breaking the oath of
allegiance of the Qurayzah on the occasion when the army of the
Quraysh had arrived was a great calamity for the Muslims which
broke their hearts. The Noble Prophet (SAWWm) used to solace
the companions and give them the promise of help from Allah. At
that time, the army of the infidels was approaching in multitudes
one battalion after another. Some Muslims whose hearts were
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weak, when they saw this large army, their eyes became stoned
and their hearts began to pound with fear. As the Lord of the
Worlds says:
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When they came upon you from above and below, and when
their eyes became hard with fear, their hearts came to their
mouths. And you began to think differently about Allah.

However, army of the infidels was surprised to see the trench
because they had never seen it. So they besieged the Muslims on
the other side of the trench for twenty-four or twenty-seven days
and the Companions of the Prophet (SAWW) were caught in the
throes of the siege. Some hypocrites frightened the Muslims and
deceived them to go to Medinah under the pretext of protecting
their homes. It is said that:
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And when a group of Muslims said: O people of Yathrib! You have
no place and a group seeks permission from the Prophet (SAWW)

saying that our homes are insecure even though they are not
insecure, they just want to run away.

However, there was no fighting during the siege. Except that
arrows and stones were thrown at each other. So one day Amro
bin Abdewud, Nawfal bin Abdullah bin Mugheera, Zarar bin
Khattab, Habira bin Abi Wahab, lkrimah bin Abi Jahl and Mardas
Fihri who were all brave, fearless and the centaurus of Quraysh,
came to the edge of the ditch and saw a narrow space and
jumped on the other side. Abu Sufyan, Khalid bin Waleed lined up
by the side of the ditch with a group of Quraysh. Amro called
others to follow. They replied, "Do your work. If need be, we will
come too." So Amro waved his horse like a mad giant and for a
while he kept circling around the field and loudly calling out to
those who could fight with him. Since Amro was called Faris Yaleel
and was considered equal to a thousand young men, and the
Companions had heard stories of his bravery, it was as if birds sat
on their heads and they bowed their heads. Ibn Khattab excused
the Companions by saying a few words about Amr’s bravery which
broke the hearts of the Companions and made the hypocrites
more rebellious. When the Prophet (SAWW) heard that Amro was
calling for a fighter, he (SAWW) said: “Is there any friend who
stops the evil of the enemy?” Ali Murtaza (AS) said: “I will go to
the field and fight him”. Hazrat (SAWW) remained silent. Amro
called out again: “Who among you will come to me and fight?”
And further said: “O people! Do you think that those of you who
are killed go to paradise and those of us who are killed go to hell?
Would you not like one of you to travel to paradise or send your
enemy to hell?” Then he moved his horse and said:
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| shouted 'Hulmin Mubariz' (is there any competitor) so much that
my voice is hoarse.

The Prophet (SAWW) said: “Who is the one who silences this
dog?” No one answered. Then the chief of believers (AS) stood up
and said, "I will go and silence him."

The Holy Prophet (SAWW) said: “O Ali (AS), this is Amro bin
Abdevud”. Ali (AS) replied: “I am Ali ibn (son of) Abu Talib (AS)”.

So the Prophet (SAWW) put on his (SAWW) armor, which was
called Zaat al-Fus’ool, and put it on Amir al-mu'minin (AS), tied his
turban called Sehaab around his head, prayed for him and sent
him to the field. Amir al-mu'minin (AS) hurried towards Amro and
in response to his stanzas, said:
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The meaning of the poetry of Amir al-mu'minin (AS) is as follows:

"O Amro, do not be in a haste, for the one who has come to
answer your voice is the one who is not unable to compete with
you, who is the seer of the right intention and the one who sees
the truth, and the truth is the savior to everyone who succeeds.
That | may introduce lament for thee, which is done at funerals,
with a blow that will resonate after the wars."

At that time the Prophet (SAWW) said:
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The whole faith is going against the whole shirk (polytheism).

So Amir al-mu'minin (AS) invited Amro to one of the three
options: Either accept Islam, or give up fighting the Holy Prophet
(SAWW); or get down from the horse and fight. Amro accepted
the third option. But inwardly he was afraid to fight with Amir al-
mu'minin (AS).

So he said: “O Ali (AS), go back in safety, for it is not yet your time
to come to the battlefield and fight the brave. Your mouth smells
of milk and | am an eighty years young man. Secondly, | was
friends with your father, so | don't like to kill you. And | don't
understand why your cousin sent you to fight me. Yet | have the
power to carry you on my spear and hang you between heaven
and earth, that you may neither die nor live.”

Amir al-mu'minin (AS) said: “Leave these things alone, | love to kill
you in the way of God”. So Amro dismounted and let go off his
horse. He attacked Amir’s (AS) head with the sword. The two
fought so fiercely that the area was filled with dust and the two
sides were unable to see them. Eventually Amro took the
opportunity to strike Hazrat Amir (AS) with a sword. He (AS) put a
shield on his head. Amro's sword cut the shield in two and
wounded the blessed head. He (AS) struck him on the leg like a
wounded lion and cut off his leg. Amro fell to the ground. Hazrat
(AS) sat on his chest then Amro said: “O Ali! You are sitting on a
great place”. Then he said, "When you kill me, do not take off my
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clothes." Amirul Muminin (AS) said, “That is very convenient for

n

me.

Ibn Abi al-Hadid and other scholars have said: The dust covered
them both to disappear from eyes until the people heard a loud
takbeer from the dust. So the Muslims knew that Ali (AS) had
killed Amro. When the dust cleared, the people saw that Ali (AS) is
sitting on Amro's chest and is beheading him.1

On this occasion, the Holy Prophet (SAWW) said:
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The blow of Ali (AS) on the day of trench (khandaq) is better than
the worship of Jinn and humans till the Day of Judgment.

It is narrated from Jabir that when Amro fell to the ground and his
companions ran away and started crossing back the ditch, Nawfal
bin Abdullah fell into the ditch. The Muslims threw stones at him.
He said, "Don't kill me with this humiliation. Let someone come
ahead and fight me." Hazrat Amir al-mu'minin (AS) went ahead
and completed his task in one fell swoop. He (AS) struck Habeera's
saddle so hard that he left his armor and ran away. Then Jabir
said: How similar is the incident of killing of Amro to the killing of
Goliath by Hazrat Dawood (AS) — (Prophet David).

However, when the war ended, the Quraysh sent a man to buy
the bodies of Amro and Nawfal from the Muslims. The Prophet
(SAWW) said: That is your wealth. We do not take the price of
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dead bodies. When permission was granted, Amro's sister sat
beside his body. She saw that Amro's armor, which had no
precedent in Arabia, and his weapons and clothes were not taken
off by his killer from Amro's body. She said:
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No one killed Amro except a noble man.

Then she asked, "Who is my brother's killer?"

The people said: “Ali ibn Abi Talib (AS)”. So she said two verses:
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"If Amr's killer was someone else, | would have cried over him

forever, but his killer is the one in whom there is no flaw. And he
has been called the city's fortress since ancient times."

However, in this siege of the Quraysh, the case of the Companions
of the Prophet was very difficult. Abu Sa'eed al-Khudri asked in
the service of the Prophet (SAWW): “The life is on the verge to
end. Would you offer any prayers that would satisfy us?” He
prayed:
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O’ God! Hide our faults and deliver us from our fear.
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The hypocrites spread satire and ridicule. The Holy Prophet
(SAWW) visited the Masjid-e-Fatah and raised his hands in
supplication. The Almighty sent breeze on them that caused
terror in the army of infidels. Their tents and pots were
overturned. There is a tradition that angels would put out fires,
tear down the tent pegs and cut their ropes. Till the disbelievers
saw no option but to flee in terror. The main reason for the defeat
of the polytheists was the killing of Amro and Nawfal.
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God Almighty is sufficient for the 'war of the believers' (via Ali ibn
Abi Talib). And Allah is Mighty, Overwhelming.

Some scholars have said that if it were not for the Noble Prophet
(SAWW), the wind that blew over the parties of the battle of
trench would have been stronger than the wind that blew over
the people of Aad. It is narrated from Hudhayfah that Abu Sufyan
said, “We have lived in this city for a long time. How many cattle
have been lost here and no work could be accomplished. The Jews
have also betrayed us. Now see what the wind is doing to us. It is
better to go to Makkah and get rid of this trouble.” Having said
that, he left. The Quraysh also got up and started carrying their
belongings and joined Abu Sufyan.

The holy Battle (Ghazva) of Bani Qurayzah

The battle of Bani Qurayzah took place in the year 5 AH. It so

happened that when the Holy Prophet (SAWW) had finished the

battle of the Trench (Khandaq), he (SAWW) came to Fatima's (SA)

house, took a bath and called for a hearth to smoke incense.
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Gabriel (AS) came and asked: “Have you taken off your weapons
of war even though the angels are still wearing the garments of
war? Now prepare for war and attack the Jews of Bani Qurayzah. |
swear to God that | am going and | will break their forts by hitting
them on the rocks like a hen's egg”. So Bilal (RA) called out on
behalf of the Holy Prophet (SAWW) that the Asr prayer would be
held in Bani Qurayzah. So for fifteen days, and according to one
statement, twenty-five days, there was a siege around their fort.
Daily battles with arrows and stones continued so much so that
God put fear in the hearts of the Jews and they got tired of the
siege of the companions. They came down from their forts and
agreed to the decision of Saad bin Mu'adh (RA) in their favor. Sa'd
said, "My order is that the men of Bani Qurayzah should be killed
and their women and children should be enslaved and their
wealth should be distributed among the Muslims." So their men
were killed and their women were taken prisoner and their
wealth was distributed among the Muslims. The Lord of the
worlds says:
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“Those of the People of the Book who helped them, God took
them down from their strongholds and put terror in their hearts.
One group of them was killed and another group you took
captive. And you inherited their land and houses, and the land
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which you did not tread. And God has ownership over
everything."

And it is narrated that Sa'd ibn Mu'adh was shot with an arrow in
the middle of the aorta that did not stop bleeding. Saad prayed to
Allah Almighty to stop the blood so that he could see the fate of
Bani Qurayzah according to his will. So the wound opened later at
that time. The result was that his death happened according to his
wish and he died of the same wound. Rehmatullah alaih.

A lunar eclipse took place in the year 5 AH. The Jews practiced
magic and the Messenger of God (SAWW) prayed. In the same
year, the Battle of Domal al-Jandal took place. A group of wicked
people had gathered in the area to rob passers-by and caravans.
On the twenty-fifth day of the month of Rabi-ul-Awwal, the
Messenger of God (SAWW) set out in their direction with an army
of one thousand men. When the thieves and robbers found out
about this, they fled. The Muslims marched towards Medinah
with their belongings and returned to Medinah on the twentieth
day of the month of Rabi al-Thani. Duma is a place near Jabal
Taywah, about 50 kms (5 manzil) from Syria, and its distance from
Medinah is fifteen or sixteen days. Because it is made of stone, it
is called Dumat al-Jandal. Jandal means stone.

Events of the sixth year of Hijri (migration)

According to a saying, Hajj to the holy Ka'bah became obligatory
in this year and the verse:
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was revealed. Some have said that Hajj became obligatory in the
ninth year.

The holy battle (Ghazva) of Zat al-Raqqa

In the same year, the battle of Zat al-Ragga took place. It
happened in such a way that the news reached Medinah that a
group of Ghatfan, Bani Muharib, Anmar and Tha'labah were
preparing an army with the intention of attacking Medinah. The
Holy Prophet (SAWW) made Abu Dharr (RA) his deputy and on the
fifteenth day of the month of Jamadi-ul-Awal, he (SAWW) went to
Najd with four hundred or seven hundred people. When he
(SAWW) reached Nakhla, he (SAWW) went to Zat-ul-Raqga and
encamped there. When the people became aware of his (SAWW)
intentions, fear arose in their hearts. They fled to the top of the
mountains and left some of their women in fear. The Muslims
arrived and took their women as slaves. Meanwhile when it was
time for prayers, the Muslims were concerned that if they got
engaged in prayers, the enemy would attack them suddenly. The
enemy was visible from afar. At that time, the Prophet (SAWW)
offered the prayer-of-fear. According to some traditions, this
verse was revealed at this place:
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When you are among them and standing to offer prayers, a group
of them should stand with you and stand with your weapons ...

There is a difference of opinion as to the name of this battle.
Some say that the feet were injured due to walking, pieces of
cloth (called rak'ah) were tied to the feet. And there is a saying
that there were pieces of clothes in the flag (Alam). Some say that
the mountain that was in this area had different apparent colors
like a piece of cloth. Some have mentioned the name of the tree
near which the Holy Prophet (SAWW) had descended. It is
narrated that a woman was captured in this battle whose
husband was not present. When her husband arrived, he pursued
behind his (SAWW) army. When Hazrat (SAWW) landed on a
place, he (SAWW) said: “Who will take guard of us?” One Muhajir
(migrant) and one Ansari said, "We will take guard." They stood at
the entrance of the pass. Muhajir fell asleep after telling the
Ansari: “You watch in the first part of the night, | will watch in the
last part.” So, Ansari who was on guard, got busy in praying.

When the woman's husband came, he saw a man standing. He
shot an arrow at the Ansari. The Ansari pulled out the arrow and
did not break the prayer. He shot another arrow, which he drew
but did not break the prayers. Then he shot the third arrow. The
Ansari drew this one too and bowed and prostrated. He said
salam (finishing part of the prayers) and woke up his companion
saying that the enemy has come. The husband of this woman saw
that they had been informed so he ran away. When the Muhajir
saw the condition of Ansari, he said, "Subhan Allah, why didn't
you wake me up at the time of the first arrow?" He said, "l was
reciting a surah (chapter of the Holy Quran) and did not want to
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break my prayers. When the arrows came one after the other, |
bowed and finished the prayer and woke you up. And by God, if it
were not for the fear that the Prophet (SAWW) was being
opposed and there would be negligence in guarding, | would have
lost my life before | discontinue the Surah.”

The author says that the Muhajir was Hazrat Ammar Yasir (RA)
and Ansari Ibad bin Bashar (RA). And that Surah (chapter) was
Surah Al-Kahaf.

The battle of Bani Lahyan took place in the year 6 AH. Lahyan was
the son of Hudhail bin Madrakah. The Bani Lahyan were divided
into two groups, Azl and Qaara. Since the day the tribe of Hudhail
killed Asim bin Thabit and Khabeeb bin Udai and other persons
and betrayed the Holy Prophet (SAWW), it became ingrained in
the heart of the Holy Prophet (SAWW) that they would be
punished. So he (SAWW) left Medinah with two hundred persons
with their intention. When the Bani Lahyan became aware of his
(SAWW) intention, they fled to the top of the mountains and took
refuge. The Holy Prophet (SAWW) stayed in their area for a day or
two and returned to Asfan. The duration of the journey was
fourteen (14) days.

The battle of Dhi Qard also took place in the year 6 AH. It is also
called Ghazva Ghaba. Ghaba is a spring near Medinah. The reason
for the battle was that the Prophet (SAWW) had twenty milking
camels which grazed in Ghaba, and Abu Dharr (RA) was their
guardian. Ayna bin Hasan al-Fazari, in the company of forty men,
plundered them, martyred Abu Dharr's (RA) son, killed a man
from the Ghiffar tribe and imprisoned his wife. But this woman,
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noticing them unawares, escaped to Medinah overnight on a she-
camel of the Holy Prophet (SAWW). When she came to the service
of the Holy Prophet (SAWW), she said, "I have made a vow. When
| am saved, | will slaughter this she-camel." He (SAWW) said, "This
is the evil reward you are giving to this she-camel. While you have
come riding on it and it has taken you to your home. Now you
want to kill her.” And he (SAWW) said:
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There is no vow to sin. Nor about something that does not belong
to a man.

Anyhow, when he (SAWW) was informed, he (SAWW) called out:
“O congregation of God! Proceed.” So he rode with five hundred
men, or according to another tradition with seven hundred men.
He (SAWW) gave the flag to Migdad (RA) and sent him forward.
Migdad (RA) followed the enemy and reached them. So Abu
Qatada killed Masada. Salma bin Aku’ on foot, would strike the
enemy from behind and say: "Take this arrow and know that | am
the son of Aku' and this is the day of death of the impotent and
the knaves." The disbelievers ran away and went to the ditch in
which there was a spring Zi Qard. They wanted to drink water, but
they ran away without drinking water for fear of the Prophet's
(SAWW) army.

In the year 6 AH, the Prophet (SAWW) intended to go to Makkah
for 'Umrah in the month of Zigadah and took seventy camels with
him for sacrifice. He robed Ehram from the Shajra Mosque. One
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thousand five hundred and twenty or four hundred people were
with him. Hazrat Umm e Salma (RA), one of the wives of the
Prophet (SAWW), was also with him. When this news reached the
polytheists of Makkah, they consulted among themselves and
decided to keep the Prophet (SAWW) away from visiting the
House of God. The Prophet (SAWW) landed with his army near a
well in Hudaybiyah, several miles (1 manzil) away from Makkah,
which had little water. Shortly afterwards, the water of the well
ran out and the people complained to him (SAWW). So he
(SAWW) took one of his arrows out of his quiver and told them to
aim it in the well. So much water boiled out of the well that the
whole army drank to satiety with it. In summary, in Hudaybiyah
(which is the name of a settlement, and originally there was a well
by that name which is situated a few miles/1 manzil from
Makkah), Badil bin Warga Khuza'i, on behalf of the Quraysh, came
to the service of the Prophet (SAWW) and said: ““The Quraysh
have agreed to stop you from visiting the Ka'bah." He (SAWW)
replied:
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We have not come to fight, but to perform Umrah, and we will
slaughter our camels and leave their meat for you. The Quraysh
who intend to fight us will be at a loss.

After Badil, came Urwah bin Masood Saqgafi. He (SAWW) had the
same conversation with him as he (SAWW) had with Badil. Urwah
unapparently used to see the companions of the Prophet (SAWW)
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and he kept observing the splendor of Prophet (SAWW), in the
eyes of the companions. When he returned to the Quraysh, he
said: O people! | have gone to the courts of Kasra, Caesar and
Najashi. No king was of such greatness in the eyes of the subjects
and the army. When he throws his saliva, people apply it on their
faces and bodies, and when he performs ablution, they run crazy
to take the water of his ablution. And if any of the hairs of his
beard fall out, they pick it up as a blessing and keep it with them;
and when he orders something, everyone takes the lead in doing
it; when he speaks, they soften their voices. And no one can look
at him sharply. Yet he commands you to do what is best for you.
So accept his word. | swear to God! | have seen an army that will
sacrifice their lives until they overpower you. In any case, he
(SAWW) sent 'Uthman to Makkah to inform the Quraysh of his
intention and to tell the Muslims in Makkah that the time of
peace and tranquility was near.

Uthman went to Makkah and after Uthman ten more of the
Muhajireen followed. Suddenly news reached that Uthman had
been killed along with ten others. And Satan spread this news in
the army of Islam. He (SAWW) said: “I will not return from here
until | punish the Quraysh for this crime.” He sat down under the
acacia tree and took an oath from the companions that they
would not go anywhere, and if there was a war, they would not
give up the war. This allegiance is called the allegiance of Ridhwan
that God Almighty says in Surah Fatah:
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Indeed, Allah was pleased with the believers while they were
swearing allegiance to you under the tree. And He knew what was
in their hearts. So He sent down tranquility upon their hearts. And
He gave them a close victory.

This allegiance caused great terror in the hearts of the Quraysh.
They sent Suhail bin Amr and Hafas bin Ahnaf to reconcile the
Quraysh and the Prophet (SAWW). So there was a reconciliation
between him (SAWW) and Sohail. And the treaty was written
which summed up that there would be no war between the
Muslims and the Quraysh for ten years and the two sides would
not harm each other's property and lives; and would travel
without any fear towards each other's cities; and the Quraysh will
not resist any of the disbelievers who become Muslims, and
whoever enters into an agreement with the Quraysh, the Muslims
will not keep any hatred with him. And next year the Messenger
of God (SAWW) will perform Hajj and Umrah. But Muslims will not
stay in Makkah for more than three days. And they will keep their
weapons in scabbard. And whoever from Quraysh visits the
Prophet (SAWW) without the permission of his guardian, even if
he becomes a Muslim, will not be accepted. But the one who
departs the Muslims and joins Quraysh, will not be returned, and
they will keep him in their shelter. A group of the Companions
were saddened by this reconciliation and some people became
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anxious as to why the Prophet's (SAWW) dream that he (SAWW)
had gone to visit the Ka'bah, the Umrah performed and holding
the key of Ka’bah in his hand; and why Makkah has not been
conquered. This thought came to the lips of ibn Khattab, and he
said:
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| never doubted his (SAWW) prophet-hood except on the day of
Hudaybiyah.

He said to the Prophet (SAWW): “How can we bow to this
humiliation and be content with this peace?” He (SAWW) said: “I
am the Messenger of God and | do not do anything without His
command.” He said, “You (SAWW) had told us that we would visit
the Ka'bah and perform 'Umrah. What happened to that?” He
(SAWW) said: “Did | also say that we will do this in the same
year?” lbn Khattab replied, "No”. He (SAWW) further said, “Don’t
be so irritated. No need to be upset, you will visit Ka’bah and
perform tawwaf as Allah Almighty says,”
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Indeed, Allah had revealed to His Messenger the truth of a dream.
If God wills, you will enter the Sacred Mosque in peace, shaving
your head and cutting your hair a little, and you will have no fear.
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So He knew what you didn't know. So He declared a near victory
before the conquest of Makkah.
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
